THE PEG-TOP CASCADE.

- A new skirt of French design made
with high waist-line and round or
pointed train. It looks well in any of
the smart, soft materials ot the season.

The birthday-mark of the newest
skirts is the elevated drapery. The
French modeis show that the fullness is
being centered about the hips to great-
er extent than ever, leaving the knees
quite bare of pleats, puffs, etc.

- The peg-top cascade is the very last
word in separate skirts. The model
ijown here is suitable to development
.n any of the fashionable materials,
wtich does not mean that it must be
xpensive, for it is smart even in the
‘.r. ple cotton crepes.

It requires about 4% inches of 44-
inch material for the skirt, and the pat-
tern should be cut on an open width
of the goods. If a train is used, pro-
vision is made for both the round and
pointed effects.

The first in actual construction is to
form the cascade. This is done by
bringing the nosches at upper end of
extension together and stitching with

seam on wrong side of skirt. Now
turn right side out and bring single “T”
double “00” perforation keeping upper
edges even and tack; also bring the
two single small “o” perforations to-
gether and tack at single large “O”
perforation. Close center-back seam.
Gather upper edge of skirt between
double “TT” perforations. Lap right
front edge on left, centers even (double
“00” perforations indicate center-front)
and tack invisibly at single small “o"
perforations.

Adjust stay to position underneath
upper edge of skirt, centers even;
stitch upper edges together, bringing
single small “o” perforations in skirt
and in stay together.

For the separate waists that are to
be worn so extensively this summer
this 1s an ideal skirt. It is light and
graceful and if the cascade effect is
faced with a contrasting material a
very chic result may be accomplished.

Refrigerators are supposed to be neces-
sary to the preservation of food, but
many times through carelessness, they
are exactly the opposite.

A good (not necessarily an expensive)
refrigerator is a profitable investment;
but, unless one knows or studies it from
all sides, in, out, up, and down, we of-
ten find a refrigerator is a very ex-
pensive house furnishing.

The best arranged are those having
the ice chamber on one side, with a
swinging door. This space should be
large enough to store at least 125 pounds
of ice, and the ice chamber should not
be open.

Ice is wasted by constant contact with
warm air from outside. There never
should be any food kept in this ice
space. The only things permissible are
the water bottles, which should be fill-
ed and laid inside.

If you contemplate purchasing a new
refrigerator, do not overlook the fact
that if the lining is white you can detect
the slightest mold or any other dirt

The ice chamber, if one is careful not
to place any food in it, may be kept in
perfect condition with a thorough cleans-
ing ofice a week. Remove the ice and
the bars it rests oni Do not use warm |
water. Take cool water, with any of
the cleansing powders or a little am-
monia, and wipe every inch and corner
of the space, and flush .thé pipe with
cold water. A little cold water will not
flush the pipe, you need a force or a de-
luge of water which acts like a torrent
to. sweep the drain pipe of anything it
may contain.

All food should be kept covered. The
little granite pails of different sizes that
may be purchased for ten cents are most
valuable in the refrigerator. Milk bot-
tles should be kept closed Awith a paper
cap or a cup turned over the top.

Not enough thought or knowledge is
given to the drainage or waste pipe.
Many drain pipes connect directly with
the sewer system of our homes. This is
very unsafe. The only safe way to do

Tapioca Custard

To one quart of milk add three-
quarters cup of ‘minute tapioca. (If pearl
is used, it must soak two hours in cold
water then drained before adding to the
milk.) Put in double boiler and cook
twenty minutes. Beat three eggs with
two-thirds cup of sugar, even teaspoon
of salt until light and creamy. Stir
gradually into the hot mixture. Add one
tablespoon of butter and flavoring de-
sired. Turn into well buttered pudding
pan and bake twepty-five minutes in
slow oven. Serve with cream or foamy
sauce.
