1 The People’s Confidence

Ottawa, April 23—After an indignant 
speech by Dr. Clark at midnight the houee 
divided upon the motion by Minister of 
Marine Hazen “That the question be now 
put.” Amid Liberal jeers it was carried 
on a straight party division of 108 to 73, 
a majority of 36.

Premier Borden’s Nationalist supporters 
remained faithful to him and all voted 
with him.

The house then divided upon the closure 
resolution which was carried by the eame 
vote amid Conservative chefere and Liberal 
cries of derision.

The vote was taken in a dignified and 
orderly way. When the result was an­
nounced the Conservatives broke into 
cheers. When they died away the Liberals 
gave three rousing cheers for Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier, and three cheers for “Liberty.” 
Then tile Liberals made the room ring 
with shouts of “gag.” Mr. Neeley, of 
Hhmboldt, shouted, “cowards,” time after

As thé Conservatives slunk out of the 
back of the chamber, Mr. Gauvereau cried 
out to them: “Go in shame” and the 
speaker left the chamber with free speech 
in the Canadian parliament killed.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson delivered a vigor­
ous and telling speech, arraigning the 
cou&e of tiie government in plain spoken 
language. “There are blood-purchased 
rights,” he said, “which the government 
would now abolish or curtail till they 
reach the vanishing- point.

Factory Girls to School in New Vork
Eight girls of a group of 16, who will 

attend special classes in the New York 
public schools and receive their regular 
pay from the four factories in which they 
are employed, began their studies Monday. 
This group will attend classes this week 
and return to work next week when the 
second group of eight will take their places 
in the class rooms. If the present experi­
ment proves successful other girls will be 
admitted on the recommendation of their 
employers.

The morning session of the class Mon­
day was devoted to reading, writing, arith­
metic, geography and hygiene. At noon 
the girls were instructed in the prepara­
tion of economical lunches and in the af­
ternoon scientific instruction was 
the trades in which the girls are em­
ployed.

One of the features of the school -will 
be a tendency to instruct the girls away 
fiom the highly specialized division of lab­
or for which the factory is responsible and 
as far as possible each student will be 
taught every branch of the trade in which 
she is engaged.
