corps in which ability to drink great
quantities of beer is one of the first
qualifications of popularity.

The Emperor earnestly warned the
lad that the drinking habit is seriously
not only to .individual
students but to the German nation,
with the result that both were falling
behind foreigners, particularly English
and Americans, who in consequence of
their more sensible ideas regarding
drinking by youths showed in later
years much greater powers of resist-
ance in the battle of life. The Em-
peror pointed out that Germans with
their world enterprise would be . more
than ever called upon to live and work
in tropical latitudes, where climate
was exceedingly dangerous to men who
in their youth were addicted tq alcohol.

The Emperor’s attitude is particular-
ly commended by thoughtful people,
but is treated with -ridicule by ad-
herents to bibulous traditions.
