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New York, Aug. 17.—While his vlo- 
tim cowered in fear and his brother, 
with revolver drawn, held off a throng 
of wealthy yachtsmen, Capt. Feter C. 
Haines, jr., of the United States army, 
late on Saturday afternoon pumped five 
bullets into the body of William E. 
Annis, a rich New York publisher and 
the alleged despoiler of Haines’ home, 
on the float of the fashionable yacht 
club at Bayside, Long Island.

“If ahyone Interferes,” said T. Jen­
kins Haines, the brother, who is a not­
ed author of sea stories, “I will shoot 
him down where he stands. This is a 
matter between* these two men.”

No sooner had the shooting occurred 
than the crowd of yachtsmen, however, 
made a move as if to attack, but the 
sight of the two brothers, back to back, 
their faces white with rage, and the 
glint of their pistols was enough. Nd 
one came on.

“I am the man. I killed him,” said 
Capt. Haines when the police arrived.
He submitted quietly to arrest and was, 
with his brother, taken to Flushing 
jail, while Annis was rushed in an au­
tomobile to Flushing hospital. He had 
two bullets in his stomach, one in each 
arm and one in the left leg. He died

“This is a privates*quarrel,” he said. ■ 
“This man broke up my brother’s home. ■ 
He is settled with. We will surrender ” 
peacefully when the officers arrive.”

When the Haines brothers were taken 
to the Flushing jail they denied them­
selves absolutely to newspaper men and 
would In no way make a statement as 
to the tragedy. From other sources, 
however, It was learned that while 
Capt. Haines was in the Philippines his 
wife and Annis are said to have beeh 
too friendly, and on the return of the 
soldier his wife is said to have confess­
ed. From that day, it is said, Haines 
and his wife separated, and she has 
passed out of his life. The wreck of his 
home, however, is said to have so 
preyed upon the soldier’s mind that he 
grew gloomy and morose, and his 
friends feared that he would destroy 
himself.

Flll/d with this dread, It is declared, 
a few days ago friends of Haines and 
others of his own blood held a confer­
ence at which It was decided that An­
nis must pay for his deeds with his 
life, and, to make assurance doubly 
sure, the brother of the Injured mein 
elected to be on the spot when his ven­
geance was achieved!

Camden, N. J., Aug., 17—The finding 
yesterday of a man in an bld trünk 
concealed in a ravine near Mount Eph­
raim jhas given the authorities one of 
the rhost mysterious crimes to solve 
that has ever been reported h»»e.

The body was packed In 
straw and old newspapeers and was 
partly clothed. Over the features was 
a newspaper of the issue of November 
0, 1907. The man evidently was about 
35 years old.

G. N. R. Near New 
„ Westminster.

Minnedosa, Man., Atig". 17.—The worst 
flhe-in the history of Minnedosa occur- jjew Westminster, Aug. 17.—The first

tives damaged. The fire is supposed to 
have originated in an eiigine standing 
for repairs in the southwest corner of 
the shops. The outberak occurred in a ditched, 
most inopportune time, about 12.30 p.m., 
as the locomotive fireman was away at 
dinner and only two men were in the 
shops.

Winnipeg. Aug. 17.—The crusade of 
James Sharpe, leader of the strange 
band of fanatics who created a sensa­
tion by Invading Canada from the 
United States about a month ago, de­
claring they had a divine message to 
the Dotikhobors, has ended as was 
foreseen.

A platoon of infantry was dispatched 
hurriedly to Harvard park, a new su­
burb just outside the city limits to the 
southeast shortly before midnight and 
several shots had been fired but so far 
as known nobody was injured. The 
troops returned to headquarters at the 
county jail.

The suburb is adjacent to the main 
shaft of the Central coal mine, where 
many negroes are employed.

ELEVEN MISSING WHEN
STEAMER BLOWS UPSyracuse, N. Y., Aug. 17.—Five men 

were killed and several injured by 
the premature explosion of dynamite 
at the plant of the Benson Mines Iron 
Ore Company, at Benson mines on 
Saturday. Benson mines-is located on 
the Carthage and Adirondack railway, 
forty miles from Carthage.

The dead are: Harry Boleger, Wm. 
Domick, Evan King, S. Bonmor and 
an unknown workman, all of Benson 
mines.

The workmen were engaged in pre­
paring a blast, and the dynamite was 
being tamped when the explosion oc­
curred, hurling tons of rock and the 
five men Into the air. The victims were 
instantly killed, and the bodies were 
scattered over a wide area. Identifica­
tion was only possible from fragments 
of clothing.

The wildest excitement followed. 
There are many French Canadians in 
the town, and many of the foreign ele­
ment became panic-stricken. All of 
the dead men Were married, and their 
wives are almost crazed with grief.

The injured were some distance from 
-the explosion. Joseph King was the 
only workman In the dynamite gang 
who escaped uninjured, but he was 
rendered. Insane by the shock. The 
coroner is conducting an investigation.
