TAKEN FROM JAIL AND
. HANGED IN BARN

Two of Victims Were Accused
of Hiring Men to Kill
Marshai,

ever since he was killed.

The mob quietly surrounded the jail |

and overpowered a deputy sheriff who

had been left on guard. This man did !
not have the desired keys, however, |

and the jail was partially battered
down before the four men were taken
from their cells, The victims were led
to the barn, which was not far from
the jail. Ropes had been prepared and
the four victims, after being bound
hand and foot, were stood in a row.
The neoses were placed about their
necks and ropes thrown over the raft-
ers. Then all four were ‘hanged to-
gether, and-as-soon as they were dead

the mab quiétly dispersed. The officers.

did not find the bodies until daylight.

It is understood that the prisoners
had hoasted that they would not be con-
victed, and had intimated |that [their
money would free them, This, it is|said,
aroused the ire of the friends of the
murdered officer, who deliberately plan-
ned the lynching and carried it out
with marked precision.

“I do know, however,” declared the
admiral, “that the actions of the retir-
ing secretary of the navy, probably en-
dorsed by the former president of the
United States, were the most extra-
ordinary actions every known, not only
in the navy of the United States, but
in the navies of the world.”

TWO HUNTERS LOSE
LIVES IN ALASKA

Flood Drives Them From Tent
and They Are Overcome
by Cold.

Seattle, Wash. April 19.—According
to mail advices received here to-day
from Valdez, Alaska, two hunters were
killed and a third badly frozen as tha
result of an unusually high tide flood-
ing their tent on the heach neag
Homer, Kachemak Bay.

The men were on a hunting trip and
camped for the night on the beach
above the high tide line, During the
night a blizzard arose, which carried
the water over the spit on which they
lay asleep. While groping about in
the storm, without clothing or means
to make a fire, tWo of the men, Miller
and Valentine, were overcome by cold
and died. The survivor, John Kares,
managed to keep from freezing. until
the next day when he was picked up
by Indians awd taken to Seldovia. He
will, prob;l._bly lose both feet.

ADANA DESTROYED BY
MOHAMMEDAN HORDES

Thousand Persons Slain in Street Fighting Which
Lasted Three Days---Two Thousand Report-
ed Massacred at Astrabad.

London, April 19.—According to ad-
vices received here, the town of Adana
has been destroyed by fire.

Street fighting lasted for three days
and it is said that at least 1,000 per-
sons have been killed.

STOP BLASTING
AT MT. TOLMIE

SAANICH COUNCIL
PASS NECESSARY BY-LAW

Measure Passed Aimed at Cut-
tmg of Cltys Intended
Rock Supply.

(From Mondays Daﬂy)

The Saanich munijcipality hag finally,
passed their blasting by-law which has’
for its effect the prevention of the city
or any person carrying on rock blasting
at Mount Tolmie, The by-law was
passed at the last meeting of the coun-
cil of the municipality ‘held on Satur-
day night, and comes into effect at
once.

It will be remembered that a few
weeks ago when it became known that
the city was to get its supply of rock
from Mount Tolmie. the residents of,
that district at once rose in arms and
proceeded to take steps that would pre-
vent the’ carrying out“of the design; A
petition was circulated, .and practically
everyone within.a mile of the. mount
signed it. The petition .was in due
course presented to the municipal coun-
cil with a request that immediate ac-
tion be taken. The couneil did act
promptly,. fer.a by-law. was prepared
by the solicitor without delay. A spe-
cial meeting of the council was ealled
and the by-law put through its first
and second readings, and again came
up at the meeting on Saturday night
last, when' it was finally passed.

The by-law is a 'simple one and puts
it in the hands of the council to pre-
vent any blasting that might be con-
sidered to create a nuisance in any dis-
trict.” No blasting is to be allowed in
the municipality without a permit be-
ing obtained from the clerk, The clerk
may refuse a permit- whenever it is
considered that the blasting is ‘likely
to cause a publi¢ nuisance in the neigh-
borhood. An .interpretation clause spe-
cifies that ‘‘neighborhood” for the pur-.
poses of the by-law shall mean within
a radius-of oné mile of the location of
the prqgsed blasting, The owner or
owners the premises and the per-
song employed are all made offenders
undey zhe law, and. : fine of $50 is fixed.

Repeatedly in
these letters,- which- are in the nature
of a .diary, he repeated his desire 'to
avenge her ‘death,’ charging “inhuman
cruelty” against the young woman
who nursed. his -wife. - The police -be~
lieve that the man was mentally de-
ranged, owing to prolonged ill health
and grief. ¥
