The first through train to move oh 

the- Esquimau & Nanaimo railway 
since Sunday last, when the line was 
put out of business by the floods, left 
the Victoria station this morning at 
10 o'clock. Only passenger trains will 
operate for some days, the Charmer 
being maintained on the east coast run 
to handle freight. The passengers will 
be transferred at Ladysmith, where 
the Nanaimo train will be in waiting, 
leaving the Coal City two and one-half 
hours late in order to save any un­
necessary waiting at Ladysmith.

The down train frorii Nanaimo will 
be a couple of hours late in arriving 
at Victoria, but the up train will leave 
each morning at 9 o’clock. This ser­
vice will be maintained for about ten 
days, when it is hoped that the full 
regular service will be resumed.

Save for the trouble at 102 bridge at 
Ladysmith the track is clear right 
through to Nanaimo, splendid progress 
having been madeVby the repair gangs. 
The work to be done in repairing 102 
bridge is, however, a heavy job. There 
is a gang of fifty men employed put­
ting in new timbers and a big pile 
driver was expected to reach the scene 
tills afternoon from the Mainland.

While the line is open along the sec­
tions mentioned, the work done has 
necessarily been only of a temporary 
character in order to get trains run­
ning at the earliest possible moment, 
and very extensive repairs necessitat­
ing the expenditure of large 
money will require to be made before 
the line has been placed in the high 
standard of efficiency characteristic of 
the roadbed of the C.P.R. all over Can-

The heavy floods have proved a 
blessing in disguise, as the weak spots 
on the line have been disclosed; and 
when all the improvements which will 
be effected have been made the line 
will prove far better ^han ever before.

The ever-present water problem will 

again be discussed at a special meet­
ing of the water commitee of the çity 
council being held this afternoon', when 
Assistant City Engineer Bryson will 
submit his preliminary report on Sooke 
lake, based on investigation which he 
made a month ago. The council placed 
a fund of $2,500 at his disposal, and 
he spent some days In the district tak­
ing levels.

Mr. Bryson’s report is expected to 
contain approximate costs for both 
tunnel and surface routes. The tunnel 
route does not find much favor with 
engineers who have studied the prob­
lem of bringing water to the city from 
Sooke lake, as the cost will be very 
high, but with the employment of sur­
face pipes the whole way the scheme 
is declared to be thoroughly feasible, 
and well within the financial capacity 
of the city.

It is probable that as a result of the 
enquiries now being made in regard to 
the proposition a by-law will be sub­
mitted to the ratepayers at the forth­
coming municipal elections authorizing 
the expenditure of a sum of about 
$150,000, this to meet the cost of ac­
quiring all rights necessary to secure 
to the city Sooke lake as a source of 
supply. Aid. Henderson, who is a can­
didate for the mayoralty, is strongly in 
favor of this course being followed. 
He considers it imperatve that the city 
should lose no time in acquiring all 
necessary rights at Sooke, and 
press for immediate action in that di­
rection. In connection with the water 
problem it is understood that Aid.

St. Paul, Minn., Dec. 3.—More than 
400 strikebreakers, imported from Chi­
cago, are at work to-day in the local 
railroad yards, according to declara­
tions of transportation officials. They 
stated that before to-morrow the places 
of practically all the strikers will be 
filled, and the moving of freight will 
be resumed.

Leaders of the striking switchmen, 
however, scoff at the statement that 
the strike is practically broken and 
apparently are confident of victory.

Many of the strikebreakers have been 
sworn in as special police to protect 
the railroads’ interests. The police de­
clare this procedure to be in direct 
violation of the state law which pro­
hibits non-residents to serve as police­
men.

Ordered to Work.
Chicago, Dec. 3,—Grand Master Lee, 

of the Brotherhood of Railroad Train­
men, said to-day that the striking 
switchmen in Duluth, who are mem­
bers of his organization, have been in­
structed to return to "work and that 
many of them already had complied 
with the order.

Lee’s' action is believed to settle in 
favor of the railroads the much mooted 
question whether the Brotherhood of 
Railroad Trainmen would cast their lot 
with the striking switchmen or remain 
on duty.
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Freight Moving at Spokane.
Spokane, Wash., Dec. 3.—There is 

considerable activity in the local 
freight yards to-day despite the strike 
of the switchmen. Through freight 
trains en route to Spokane and other 
coast cities from the east are coming 
in over the Northern Pacific and Great 
Northern, after being made up by the 
yard officials at eastern points.

The office employees and yard offi­
cials here to-day are assisting in mak­
ing up the freight trains that are 
moving out of here.
