Mineralogy and Blowpiping.—Lectures
on the elements of mineralogy illustrated
by hand specimens and a course of blow-
piping.

Geology.—Lectures on elements of
geology as illustrated from the geology
of British Columbia, and the mode of
gceurrence of ore deposits, vein forma-
tion, fissures, faults, etc., and field
methods.

Prospecting and Winning of Ores—The
application of the principles of mineral-
ogy, geology and mechanics to the dis-
covery and winning of valuable miner-
als, and the methods and appliances in
use to open up the deposits, and the
various methods of ore treatment.

Mechanics.—The elementary pfinciples
of mechanics and their application to
min ng, dealing with strength of iron,
steel and timber, and machinery,

Drawing.—The elements of drawing,
such as will enable the student to make
serviceable sketches in the field, the
free-hand sketching of machinery and
the principles of reading maps and plans
and surveys.

There will be a small reference library.

EASTERN OPINION.

Committee of Toronto Board of Trade in Favor
of Line to International Boundary.

That the parliament of Canada should
grant the application for a charter for
a railroad running from the Crow’s Nest
coal fields to the international boundary
is the opinion of the railway and trans-
portation committee of the Toronto
board of trade, and a resolution to that
effect was passed at the meeting of the
committee recently. Only one member
of the committee opposed the resolution,
Mr.~-C. W. Band, and he offezed an
amendment, which was voted down.

There were present at the meeting J.
E. Ellis, in the chair, and Messrs. Ed-
ward Gurney, J. D. Allan, H. N.
Baird, C. W. Band, J. W. Wood, Peleg
Howland, W. B. H. Massey and W,
Ince, jun. The ether members of the
committee not present were J. L.
Spink, A. E. Kemp, M. P., Hon. Ly-
man M. Jones and A. E. Ames. The
original resolution. before the commit-
tee was that referred to it fer its con-
sideration by the council of the board,
and which reads as follows:

“Whereas an application is mew pend-
ing before the Dominion parliament fer
a railway charter rumning south from
the Crow’s Nest coal fields to the inter-
natienal! boundary, with a view of ob-
taining railway communication between
the Crow’s Nest coal fields and tlze Am-
erican railway systems;

“And whereas it appears from the re-
ports of the geological survey of Can-
ada that there is an exhaustless sapply
of coal in the Crow’s Nest districs:

“And whereas coal and coke are both
finished products, all labor being "ex-
pended on them in the country, and
every dollar that comes into the ceun-
try in return for coal or coke exported
makes the country just that much
richer, and the farmer; the rancher, the
miller, the mercBant and the manwmfac-
turer all profit thereby;

Large Expenditures: Premised.

‘““And whereas the Crow’s Nest Coal
Company, as appears by the statement
of the president of the said cempany, is
prepared, provided the said railway
charter is granted, to: greatly extend its
operations in the said district, and to
proceed with a development: of the coal
areas of the said district involving an
immediate additionnl. capital expendi-
ture of over $600,000, and in the near
future an annual wage bill of between
two and three millions of dollars;

“And whereas such: development will
mean the establishment of new towns
and the building up of large and im-
portant business enterprises in British
Cokumbia, which will be greatly to the
advantage of the people of Canada;

“And whereas the merchants, manu-
facturers and other- dealers in: supplies
in Toronto, in common with these
other eastern cities, havoe ‘greatly bene-
fited by the present development in the
Crow’s Nest district;, and’ woul@ derive
still larger benefits from an increased
development in tlie future;

“And whereas we believe that the
construction of the said railway would
promote the development of our coun-
try, improve its material prosperity, in-
crease the comfort and convenience of
its citizens, and directly DBenefit the
merchants, manufacturers and dealers
of Toronto, as well as other cities in
Omntario:

“Be it therefore
most respectfully and strongly urge
upon the parliament of Canada that
the application for the said charter be
granted, and that a copy of this resolu-
tion be forwarded to the minister of
railways.”

Mr. Band’s, Amendment.

The amendment introduced by Mr. C.
W. Band was as follows: “A  resolu-
tion having been referred te this com-
mittee dealing with the application for
a charter for a railway in the interests
of the Crow’s Nest Coal Cao.;

“And whereas the said application
appears to be in the interests of one
corporation;

“And whereas there is apparently a
cgnﬂict of opinion about the advisa-
bility of opening up at this early date,
and before there is given adequate time
and opportunity for the development of
industries of Canada, the section of
country referred to by raillway com-
munication to United States territory;

“And whereas it appears that Canada
possesses an ‘nexhaustible supply ef
coal, suitable for coking purposes, abso-
lutely necessary for smelting, and not
found in any other place adjacent to the
mining district in the West;

“And whereas it appears that the de-
velopment of the coal mines and ceking
has not more than kept pace with the
development of mining and smelting in
British Celumbia;

“And whereas there is every evidence
to warrant the opinion that miing and
smelting interests will inerease rapidly
in British Columbia, and, therefore, it
is questionable policy to open wp com-
munication to a foreign country, where
these interests are well established and
competitive with our own, as it would
tend to prevent rapid development in
our ewn country;

“And whereas it has been charged
that American interests have secured
a direct controlling interest in the pre-
perty of the Crow’s Nest €oal Com-
pany, and that the baiance of available
lands in British Columbia are held out
of the market under an agreement with
the said company;

“And whereas more complete ang full
information will be forthcoming when
the said application for charter will be
brought before the railway committee:

“Resolved, that this committtee refer
the resolution back te the couneil, giv-
ing as their opinion that the present
is mot an opportune time to come to a
decided conclusion ™ the matter wuntil
more fully informe@ as to the full affect
which such legislation would have on
the dewvelopment ef mining and smelt-
ing interests in our own country is bet-
ter nnderstood.”
