Since the recent election in North-
umberland Mr. Mitchell and his confi-
dential friends have succeeded in main-
taining more or less of public interast
in the Petition against Mr. Snowball’s
return which was threatened by Mr.
Mitchell, himself, in his speech on
declaration day,  Considering the
manner in which the elestion was con-
ducted by the successful party—the
well known determination of Mr. Snow-
ball, himself, to keep rigidly within the
provisions of a very stringent law, and
the circumspection of his committees in
seconding his eftorts to that end —Mr.
Mitchell’s threat was looked upon as
one which did his reputed pluck no
credit, and its being carried into effect
has caused both surprise and a general
feeling of disapprobation. Had there
been ‘‘ open-handed bribery ” through-
out the County, as Mr. Mitchell, on
declaration day, charged, or had Mr
Snowball’s majority beena narrow one,
the people would, doubtless, not
wonder at the Petition, but as the
election was admittedly more free
from undue influences than any held

since Mr. Mitchell had been in public

life,and as the majority was a large and

decisive one, the fact that the Petition
is brought to satisfy only petty and un-
worthy spite, is evident.

That Mr. Mitchelly thcugh he left the
County as soon as the election business
was over, is the principal and moving
spirit in the matter, is quite evident.
His threat concerning the proposed

protest, made immediately after his de-

feat, sHows this to be case. When he
went to Montreal he had with him a
person who is reputed to be one of the

principal witnesses against Mr. Snow-

ball, and an ddvocate correspondent, in

mentioning Mr. Mitchell’s return to
Montreal on 8th Oct., referred to this

‘‘young gentleman” and the ‘‘pro-
Ottawa correspondents of the

Mr Mitchell being in Ottawa on 21st of
October and under date of 22nd was an
Ottawa annonncement in the special or-
gan of Mr. Mitchell,the Halifax Herald,
as follows :—

‘“Hon. Mr. Mitchell fyled a protest
inst Snowball’s return, and is sure of

The Petition, however, was not filed !
until the 23rd, but Mr. Mitchell and ]
his friends, having forwarded it, were |
doubtless anxious to confirm their as-
surances given to almost everybody as
to what they would do, and they there-
fore, said the protest was entered before
it really was.

Next to. Mr. Mitchell the person

{ most interested in the Petition is, we

believe, Senator Muirhead of Chatham,
as he has openly assured dozens of peo-
ple on both sides of politics that he was
bound to have his ‘“revenge out of
Snowball if it took him twenty years”,
ahd he, probably, prides himself on his
share of the proceedings and will fail in
no possible effort which may tend to the
success of the protest. Indeed many
persons believe that were it not for
Senator Mnuirhead no petition would

" have been filed. That gentleman’s pe-
| culiarities have been overlooked in the

community to so great an extent that
he appears to assume the right to say
and do what he pleases in reference to
his fellow-citizens and, at the same
time, enjoy immunity from retaliation
We submit that his position as a pro-
minent public man requires that people
should know just where he stands
in reference to this petition business
and we,thercfore, place him next to Mr.
Mitchell, in whose interest he would set
the whole community by the ears, keep

| alive the little animosities which grew

out of the late political canvassand pre-
vent those who were political opponents
from beiug, as they ought to be, personal
friends.

After Mr. Mitchell and Senator
Muirhead, as persons who have taken
their political defeat with very bad
grace are the men whose names appear
in the Petition, viz., Robert R. Call
aud Timothy W. Crocker of Newcastle,
Robert P. Whitoey of Northesk and
John Sadler (S8enator Muirhead’s con-
fidential clerk,) Chatham.
anticipate what may be the develope-
ments affecting some of these men, per-
sonally, when they come before the
court to which they have appealed,
but we can call public opinion in this
County to pronounce whether they are
in a position to charge their fellow-
electors with corrupt acts,and we know
that contempt for their course will be
the first feeling among those who were
familiar with their operations in the
recent canvass from its commencement
to polling day, and even afterwards.

The law under which the election
was run is so strict in its provisions that
it is extremely difficult, especially in
view of the practices which were com-
mon in nearly all constituencies, hereto-
fore, at elections, for any successful
candidate to retain his seat should he be
petioned against. So far as our en-
juiries have reached, however,—and
they have been quite thorough—we
have reason to believe that Mr. Snow-
ball will come aut of the ordeal with
honor and success. It may be, how-
ever, that some injudicious aud over-
anxious friend has laid himself open to
the operation of the law, and, indeed,
it would be strange if it should turn out
not to be so. - But the people who have
been interested in election matters with
us know that the result of the late con-

test was one brought about by as free
and unbiased an exercise of the ballot

as ever was had,and that the motives of
those who seek to question it cannot be
engendered by a desire for the public
good. These persons know that their
candidate was beaten on his merits, but
they are determined that the gentle-
man elected by the people shall not be
allowed to serve them. They have
failed at the polls and they now hope to
win in the courts. They virtually say
to the people that unless the candidate
of Senator Muirhead, Mr. R. R. Call,

\Mr. R. P. Whitney, Mr. Crocker, Mr.

Sadler, Surveyor-General Adams and
others who seek to enjoy exclusive dom-
ination in the County, is elected, those
who oppose him shall he subjected to
all the aunoyances which envy and
malice may suggest or the law allow.
It has really come to this—that we
must elect Mr. Peter Mitchell or sub-
mit to the most unmerited persecution.

Those who have elected Mr. Snowball
are determined to meet these gentlemen
in the unpleasant arena to which they
are challenged and to contest every inch
of ground with them. The trial of an
election petition is a serious matter,
and, in this large County, it will be
most expensive. Thousands of dollars
must be spent before the result can be
obtained and none but men of indepen-
dent means can afford to indulge 1n so
costly a mode of ‘‘ revenge.” We are,
also, unhappily, in the midst of a period
of unusual business depression, and the
best ‘energies of every man in our com-
munities are required to keep off the
effects of the threatening commercial
storm. These petitioners and others,
however, instead of uniting with their
neighbors in helping along our local en-
terprises, choose to risk thousands of
dollars in the hope of making others
suffer loss and damage, financially, and
in their business. If, in the end, they,
themselves, have to pay for their en-
vious folly, few will pity them, even
should it take all they are possessed of,
which it would undoubtedly do unless
the case is to be prosecuted by cham-
perty and maintenance.

Perhaps, however, the worst conse-

will be those of a personal nature.—
They undertake to charge the successful
candidate, his agents and others with
offences which,in most cases,are pupish-
able by fine and imprisonmept.” The
men so charged and the party at their
back will resent the indignity and de-
fend their honor by every means kncwn
to the law.

It
is the intention of the petitioners, we
are informed, to charge a large number
of persous, by name,with having bribed
others and with being bribed. Some of
the electors against whom their reckless
charges are to be made are persons of
undoubted integrity who are jealous of
their reputation, and the object of the
petitioners in arraigning these persons
is, doubtless, that they may make an
effort to induce Mr. Snowball to resign
so that Mr. Mitchell may be returned
to the Commons unopposed. But so
vile a plot is calculated to raise a storm
of indignation throughout the County,
which it will be difficult toallay. Every
former friend of Mr. Snowball, as well
as many who were supporters of Mr.

On Monday last the following prelimin-
ary objections to the Petition were filed

The Dominion Controverted Elections Act
1874.

In the Election Petition foi the Elec-
toral District of the County of Northum-
berland in which Robert R. Call, Timothy
W. Crocker, RRobert P. Whitney and John
Sadler are petitianers and Jabez Bunting
Snowball is respondent,

The said Jabez Bunting Snowball, the
above named respondent, protesting against
onorable Court
in the matter of the said Petition, and re-
serving to himself now and all times here-
after the right to object to such jurisdic-
tion, hereby preliminarily objects to the
said Petition and to the said petitioners
upon the following grounds, that is to say—

1. That the said petitioners, or some of
them are, or some one of them is ineligible
and disqualified from being such petition-
ersor petitioneron the followinggrounds:—
1st. That the said petitioners, some or

one of them, were, or was, before, at

and during the said election in the said

Petition named, guilty of Bribery of

voters who voted at such election.

2nd. That the said petitioners, some or
one of them, were, or was, before, at and
during the said Election in the said Pe-
tition named, guilty of treating voters
who voted at the said election with the
view and intention of inducing and in-
fluencing the said voters to vote for the
said Peter Mitchell,one of the Candidates
named in the said Petition.

3rd. Khat the said petitioners some or cne
of them, were or was guilty of unlawtul
acts before, at and during the said elec-
tion in the said Petition named —that is
to say, of hiring, promising to pay and
paying for divers horses, teams, waggons
and other carriages to cony;y or carry a
voter or voters to and from the Polls
and to and from the neighborhood there-

of.

4th. That the said petitioners, some or
one of them, were or was guilty of the
unlawful act of compelling or inducing
divers persons to personate certain vo-

ters at the said election in the said Peti-

tion named.

5th. That the said petitioners, some or one
of them, were or was guilty of the un-
lawful and corrupt act or practice of
paying the travelling or other expenses
of divers voters a$ the said election named
in the said Petition.

2. That the sala pevitioners have not

named or published the name of any Agent
to act for them and receive papers to be
served by the respondent in the matter of
the said Petition as by law required.

3. That the said Dominion Controverted
Elections Act 1874 was and is void and
ultra vires of the Parliament of Canada in
the following particulars (amongst others)
that is to say:—
1st. In appointing or constituting or

attempting to appoint or constitute the

Supreme Court of Judicature of the Pro-

vince of New Brunswick an Election

Court, and conferring ofMyattempting to

confer upon it a civil jurisdiction and a

mode of proceedure.
2nd. Inattempting to confer a civil juris-

diction upon the Supreme Court ' of

Judicature of the said Province of New

Brunswick or upon any Judge thereof.

4th. That under the said Act the Su-
preme Coutt of Judicaturejof the Province
of New Brunswick has no jurisdiction or
power toact in the matter of the said Peti-
tion.

5th. That undersection third and sub-
section four of the Dominion Controvert-
ed Election Act of 1874, no power, juris-
diction or authority is conferred upon the
Supreme Court of Judicature of the Pro-
vince of New Brumswick or upon any
Judge thereof.

6th. That there is no Court in the
Province of competent jurisdiction to try
the matter of the said Petition.

It will be understood from the above
that the Petitioners have entered npon
a task of the most profitless and expen-
sive character. Their own corrupt acts
are a barrier which must, at least, stay
proceedings for a time. Their naming
no Agent, as the law requires, was,
doubtless, intentional,in order that Mr,
Snowball might be obliged to incur
greater expense and be put to greater
trouble in serving documents on them.
The question as to the jurisdiction
of, thc Supreme Court of this Province
in the matter of the Petitionis a decid-
edly importaat one, which will, doubt-
less, require the consideration of the
full Bench at Fredericton, after argu-
ment by counsel.

If Mr. Mitchell has done no good for
the County during the past five or six
years, he is now showing that he can
make himself a success as a positive
evil, and it is a matter of profound re-
gret that it is in the hands of a coterie
of afew dozen soreheads to inflict so
much annoyance on thousands who de-
serve better treatment at their hands
and whose only offence is that they have
fairly won in an election contest.

Partridge Island Buildings.
o

Mr. P. Carroll of Chatham, who is one
of our most worthy and intelligent me-
chanics has been for some time engaged by
Government in superintending the erec-
tion of lighthouse,heacon and other struc-
tures, or effecting improvements on old
ones. Of the work in which he is now
engaged the St. John Sun says +—

The D: Gover t is ting
new buildings on Partridge Island, St.
John Harbor, for the steam fog whistle
station there. The buildings are of brick,
with cut stone trimings and rubble stone
masonry foundation. The whistle house
is 27 feet square, and contains the machin-
ery for operating the steam whistle. It
has a brick floor and a large water tank
beneath the floor for the use of the whis-’|
tle. A turret is to be erected in the cen-
tre of the building, through which the
brick hoiler flue and steam whistle pipe
pass. It is intended to protect them gom
the weather, and render access-to the
whistle easy. The roof of the building is
to be slated. A coal shed 25x45, with a
flat gravel roof, is annexed to the whistle-
house. The inside framework of the shed
is of a very strong character, and intend-
ed to prevent the thrust of coal on the
brick walls. Mr. Carrol of Chatham, N.
B., has the contract for the erection of the
buildings, which are to be finished this
year, W. Morgan Smith, Esq., architect,
of this city, is superintending them for
the Governpment.
