-Castoda and its intensely demo­
cratic spirit that the province should 
be allowed to work out their own des­
tiny, and should have the fullest con­
trol of their internal affairs.

I cannot tell you how deeply I am 
disappointed to our premier,a man who

I assure you It Is not a question 
of separate schools; It Is a larger and 
more vital question than that, 
besides the separate school question 
issue this Is a very serious mistake, 
for surely, with the same national­
ities that we have to this country and 
the varying forms of religion, It Is a 
thing to be dreaded, and especially 
guarded against, that the children of 
Western Canada should he educated 
In such a way as to intensify, and to 
preserve sectional feeling. We shall 
have Galician schools and Doukhobor 
schools and German, Scandinavian, 
Finnish schoote; we shall have Mor­
mon schools, and no one knows how 
many other kinds of schools.
I believe In the fullest right given 

to the various churches to instruct the 
children of their faith to connection 
with the public school, hut I do be­
lieve that It is essential to our develop­
ing1 a united and harmonious nation 
to the west that our children should 
be educated together, 
the present system is working splen­
didly. We have Roman Catholics and 
Protestants, Jews and Gentiles, Hun­
garians, Icelanders and Swiss — all 
sorts and conditions of-children, pass­
ing through our public schools, and so 
being brought Into a sympathetic and 
friendly acquaintance with each other.

■ 1AMERICAN GAMES. NEW YORK, Nov. 3,—The detectives 
were trying yesterday to solve the 
mystery of the deadliest bomb which 
has ever come to the offlclal notice of 
the, Bureau of Combustibles, 
found in the hallway of a double tene­
ment at No. 64 Leroy street, which Is 
the abode of twenty-five families, most 
of whom are Italians. Had it exploded 
it would have spread death and destruc­
tion in every direction.

So far as the police have been able to 
learn none of the tenants has ever re­
ceived any threatening letters from the 
“Black Hand” or from enemies of any 
kind. The house Is inhabited by mak­
ers of artificial flowers and paper sacks.

Around them 
was a fuse one yard In length, which 
was carried to the top of the keg and 
drawn through a gimlet hole in the 
heavy wooden cover.

NEW YORK, Nov. 6,—With her skull 
crushed by a blow from an iron bar, 
the dead but still warm body of Gussle 
Lecher, a frequenter of "Tenderloin” 
resorts, was found today to the room In 
which she lived In West 28th street. 
The police believe that she was killed 
by a man with whom she lived In a 
quarrel caused by her refusal to ac­
count to him for mil her earnings. At­
tention was called to the tragedy when 
a woman living In the house heard a 
sound of quarrelling, followed by a 
heavy fall, and then saw a tall well 
dressed man dart out of the Lecher 
girl’s room and run down stairs. The 
woman hurried Into the room and found 
the girl lying unconscious on the floor 
with blood flowing from a wound on 
the temple. Beside her was a heavy 
piece of iron bar wrapped In a news­
paper and stained with blood. An am­
bulance surgeon said she had been 
killed Instantly.

While the police were examining the 
room a girl named Lottie Williams and 
a man named Isidore Lecher entered 
and said they had come to inquire 
whether the girl was badly hurt.

Both were arrested on suspicion of 
knowing something about the case. 
The police have a good description of 
the man seen fleeing from the scene of 
the murder.
