water. For practical purposes Union
street is in no better condition than it
was after the first big land slide oc-
curred. It is almost impossible to walk
over the trestle today. At one point the
rails are so badly twisted that it is
dangerous to trespass on the track.
This morning the large crack at the
northern end of the trestle widened and
a quantity of earth fell in, seriously
damaging a water pipe. Supt. Mur-
doch was summoned and he -has a
crew sof men at work repairing the
‘pipe.

So far no steps have been taken to
prevent more earth from falling in,
and if matters remain as they are there
is little doubt but that the whole tres-
tle will collapse.
