GOLD SEEKERS RUSH
T0 YELLOWHEAD PASS

Rumor of Strike Persists — Edmonton
Will Vote on Big Improvement
Programme.

EDMONTON, :Alta., May 18.—There
is an under current of excitement in
Northern Alberta just now over a per-
sistent but indefinite rumor that gold
has been found in the Yellowhead Pass
country. Just when or how the rumor
originated {s not known, but it has
been very much in evidence. The re-
sult is already seen in a movement of
settlers in that direction, who purpose
sharing in the gold-strike if there_is
one.

The report of the find has also start-
ed off a number of prospecting parties.

To Edmonton this new gold hunt is
interesting. It was the Klondike talk
of 1896-8 that was virtually the means |
of discovering modern ‘Edmonton to
the rest of Canada and giving it its
later impetus. The route via this city
was found to be the best tot the Klon-
dike, and prospectors poured in and
through, outfitting on the way. Inci-
dentally, it resulted in the gold-hunters
coming back themselves to buy
Edmonton land or in their writing to
friends in the East that Edmonton
land was good land, and worth buying.
From . this side-issue of the Klondike
gold fever there came enlivened pros-
perity to Edmonton. There is less
likelihood of such a result in the pre-
sent case. Land buyers hereabouts are
already in legion and the city does not
stand in need of publicity, as it did then,
even if the gbld-strike proved equally
good. There is too, the possibility as
yet that the Yellow Head gold find
may come to no mofe glorious con-|
summation than the find last winter at
Battleford, where an old-time rush of:'
would-be miners took place on thz|
strength of a very imaginative news-
paper-story.

EDMONTON'S AMBITIQUS PRO-
GRAMME.

Edmonton ratepayers are to-vote on
May 27th on expenditures amounting to
more than $300,000. These new cities
in the West need many things, and
need them much, and it is no easy
though' .a very necessary matter to
keep public improvements in pace with
the growth of population. The 'capital
has already this year passed appropria-
tions for street paving, street railway,
an extension of water works, and
sewage, and will now vote on the pur-
chase of a new powerhouse site, $76,000;
extension of electric light and power
plant, $120,000; cost of scavenging
machinery, building, etec., $22,000; new
fire halls, fire alarm system and ap-;
paratus, $41,000; surplus cost of new

‘| isolation hospital, $10,000.

These several items, having been |
judged necessary by the city commis- |
sioners and council, will almost cer-
tainly be authorized by the ratepayers.
Western citizens are liberal with civie
funds, because if one thing is more ap-
parent than another in the western
town it is that lavish expenditure is
the price of health and orderliness, and
that almost no expenditure is extrava-
gant in view 'of the future develop-
ment. In proof of which is Calgary’s |
vote, a few weeks ago, on a municipal
street railway enterprise. Calgary al- |
ready had on its hands a quarter-mil-
lion City Hall to be built this year,
and an absolutely imperative extension
of the wgter works and sewage sys-
tems. Th®se would have been enough |
in one year for a city of 18,000 in the
east, and even in Calgary there were |
those who argued that.a street rail-
way was a luxury, that these other |
things, already passed, were the chief
absolute essentials, and that the motor |
bhus service, already inaugurated, would |
answer very well in the way of street
But the citizens as a whole
felt that a city of Calgary’s ambitions |
had real need of electric cars, as weli.
as of sewers, and that while these!|
should be provided, too, in keeping with
the c¢ity’s growing metropolitanism,
and they accordingly voted two to one,
in favor of another $250,000 for a street
railway service.

And in the same spirit of liberality
Edmonton will probably support the
by-laws providing for these and other
expeditures to the tune of $300,000.

A PLAGUE OF BIRDS,
Protection Has Ren;e;; Them a Nuisarca
" in Englana,

LONDON, May 20.—A prophecy utiem
ed in conversation two years ago by a
famous Hungarian naturalist is coming
true.. He said that in England- the
birds so assiduously protected would
presently turn and rend us. Thers is
no doubt, as many horticulturists and
farmers are now beginning to compl 1t
that the balance of nature is being up-
set. The raid against sparrows organe
ized by Kent farmers is the opening of

e wide tampaign against the speci.s.

The sparrow is the worst: He has
learnt all the vices. He even lives in
flats. He has even learnt to eat buds.

The bullfinch is rarer, but much more
destructive, except to corn. In some of
the fruit-growing centres trees have
been almost killed and entirely stripped
of every leaf by tribes of bulifinches,
and from an examination of the birds
and the completeness of the ruin it is
found that the bud itself,not th>‘worm
in the bud,” is the object. The farmer
is beginning to regard the rook as hards
ly less offensive than the bullfinch, and

i a raid similar to the Kent farmors on

the sparrow is being meditated. The
rook is a natural friend of farmers,
especially is he a sworn foe to that
most pernicious of pests,the daddy long-

; legs, but as soon as his numbers in=

crease beyond a proper measure, as in
some parts of England they have in-
creased, he loses all proper instincts,
and serious damage from his depreda-
tions is reported.

Many are convinced that sparrows,
rooks, carrion c¢rows and starlings
should be systematically reduced in the
interest of farming all over England,
since life has been made so easy for
tham. But they have acquired vermins-
ous inclinations and lost their proper
instincts. Extermination, of cnurse: ex-
cept in case of the sparrow, would be
worse than over-protection, hut even on
behalf of other birds, the time has comg
for redressing nature’s balance,

BURIED UNDER THIRTY
TONS OF GOAL; UNHURT

Shoveler Carried Down Declivity and
Engulfed in Masses Big as
Two-Story House.

SHAMOKIN, Pa., May 20—Whiie
loading coal from a chute in the North
Franklin colliery today Martin Vatero
lost his foothold and was carried down
a declivity, thirty tons of coal, as high

:as a two-story house, piling over him.
i Comrades who saw the accident con-

cluded he had been instantly killed.

Officials were notifled, and on their
arrival a gang of miners was set to
work to remove the coal and recover
the body. After three hours the pile
was reduced to such an extent that
Vatero was located between four huge
lumps of coal, which kept smaller sizes
from rolling against his person. It took
another hour for the rescuing party to
remove all the coal.

They found Vatero senseless and
seemingly dead. He was carried on a
stretcher to the bottom of a slope,
where a strong air current sweeping
over his face revived him, and in &
few minutes he was able to walk. le
had escaped with a few scratches.
