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0Ш AOCIDESNTAL DEATH.

LeVi Bardeau Died in the Hospital, 
the Result oof Injuries Received, 

on the Str. Belgravia.

Levi Bordeau, one cut the workmen4 
employed in breaking up the steamer 
Belgravia, which went ashore some 
three years ago at Red Head, was so 
seriously injured Saturday afternoon 
that he died a few hours afterward.

'Saturday afternoon the men were 
not engaged in their usual work, but 
as the cook needed coal for his fire 
four mien went into trié Steamer to ob­
tain it. Levi Bardeau and Simon Bor- 
dee-u were below handing up the 
lumps of coal to the other two men 
above. While, to the act of passing up 
a piece, weighing probably sixty 
pounds, Levi Bordeaux slipped aind the 
coal fell on hie breast, crushing him 
against an iron bar which was high 
enough to catch hirb across the back. 
Bardeau did not complain of much 
pain at the time, and was able to • 
climb the ladder and walk up to the 
house, some 400 yards from the steam­
er, practically unassisted.

The other mem. wished to take him 
to the hospital -but he refused at the 
trine, saying that he would only be in 
for a couple of days If he did go, and 
that i* was hardly worth his while..

However, in about an hour’s time, 
at neerty five o’clock, he felt worse 
and consented to be brought to town. 
A Sleigh was secured and a mattress 
was put in it, and on this Bardeau 
was Diaoed.

All the way to the city he chatted to 
tlto men on the team, and on their ar­
rivai at the hospital about 
o’clock he was able with Jfce assist­
ance of the others to walk up the 
steps. Some ten minutes afterwards 
he died.

Oononer Berryman was notified and 
made a thorough examination into the 
case. He came to the conclusion that 
there was no necessity- for am enquiry.

The body was taken to Mir. Fitz­
patrick’s undertaking eetaMtehment, 
and today will be sent to Yarmouth. 
Bordeou was a native of Tuskat, 
Yarmouth Go., about twenty-six years 
of age and was unmarried.
