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Wm. C. MeKnight's Death on Hira
—Killed in Wild Street Fight.

Surrounded with the gloom of an
awful tragedy, and horrified at the
thought that for the first time a mur-
der has been committed in their midst,
the people of Havelock, Kings Co., are
deeply mourning a terrible event
which occurred in _that peaceful vil-
lage early Friday evening, in which
one man lost his life, and another, his
asszailant, is lying in the county jail,
charged with the serious crime of man-
slaughtsr.

In the courge of a family quarrel,
‘William  McKnight was struck on the

Wright, and died twelve

Oscar Wright was arrested soon
after the assault and on Saturday
brought to the Hampton jail, where he
swill remain until tomorrow.

THE STORY OF THE CRIME.

The affair is the same old story of
some petty - property which different
members of one family claimed. Con-
stables J. W. Coates and Herwood
Fowler, who brought the prisoner to
Hampton on Saturday, gave the fol-
lowing account of tae affair to a re-
presentative of the Sun Saturday even-
méZbomt two years ago David Wright,

father of Oscar Wright, the acacused, ,

being in poor health and realizing that
he could not hope to live many months
longer, made up his mind that t}e
should make some provision for hjs
wife, Oscar’s stepmother, and their
fittle adopted daughter, Bva. He ac-
cordingly gave her a life lease of his
property, which was placed on reecord.
At this time Oscar Wright was in
Boston, where he.was employed as a
motorman on a street car.

Some time later Mr. Wright, feeling
better in 'health, began to repent
somewhat of his generosity towards
his wife, and upon her refusal to’re-
linquish the life lease, he made a%wﬁll
in which he apvointed his son Oscar
executor of his estate. A few weeks
later he died.

Oscar Wright came home then, and
the unfriendly feeling which had a_l-
ways existed between him and his
stepmother began to deepen. The lat-

Mrs. McKnight screaming and nearly
. distracted with grief, saideto Constable
Coates, “My God, how could they al-
j low him to do such a thing, have you
arrested him yet?”

The constable replted that he had not.

William Kellum, driver én the Elgin
and Havelock railway, was some dis-
tance away when the affair happened,
but he contends that he heard the blow
very plainly and at once remarked that
no man could live after receiving such
an injury.

Charles Coates is employed as brake-
man on the same road. He says that
he does not think the blow would have
been so serious if McKnight had been
standing up.

THE ARREST.

Wright was arrested one hour after
the fight. Constable Coates secured the
assistance of Constables Herwood Fow-
ler and LeBaron W. Corey and went
out to make the arrest. They found
Wright sitting on the furniture in front
of his step-mother’s shanty., When
told that he was under arrest he ask-
ed lgave to put the furniture away, but
was refused. He offered no resistanee
and was taken to Constable Coates’
house, where he was kept all night. He
was brought to Sussex on Saturday
arriving there about two o'clock
in the afternoon, and was taken to
Hampton on the Boston expreds. At
Sussex the handcuffs were" taken off
and he came the rest of the way with-
out attracting any suspicion. The

Never before have the people of this
quiet village been in such a state of
excitement.”

Old weather-beaten farmers,
whose faces had grown stern with the
problems of life, simply sat them down
and cried, and even the constables
when talking to a representative of
this paper were not ashamed of the
tears that quietly made their way
from underneath their eyelids. “It
was the saddest thing,” said Constable
Coates, “thatI have ever had anything
to do with. To see those five little
girls, some of them scarcely old
enough to realize what had happened
to their father, was heartrending, to
say nothing of the distress of his
wife.” ;

CORONER'S INQUEST,

SUSSEX, Sept. 18.—Coroner O. N.
Price summoned the following jurors
to hold the inquest, who at once ar-
rived in charge of Cor;stable L. Wi
Corey.

J. M. Mcintyre represented . the
crown, and Geo: W. Fowler, M. P.,
watched the case in the interests of
the accused, Oscar Wright.

After viewing the remains, the jur-
ors,” in answer to a question by the
coxoner, said they were satisfled the
remains were those of Willlam C. Mc-
Knight,

DR. FLEMMING,

Dr. Geo. W. Flemming of Petit-
codiac was the first witness éxamined,
He said: I did not know deceased.
Was called on Friday, the 16th, at 11
pP. m., to attend him. He was alive
and unconscious, bleeding heavily
from the mouth. I knew he had been
struck a blow on. the head. There
was a swelling over the right ear on
the side of the head. He had been
bleeding at the nose. I found a frac-
ture at the base of the skull. A blow
in that region would be likely to cause
a fracture of the skull. (Witness
showed where the blow was struck.)
Dr. W. H. Price and I made the ex-
amination. I think the blow was the
cause of his death. The blow was
made with a round smooth weapon.

DR. PRICE.

Dr. W. H. Price of Havelock was the
next witness, who said: I knew the
deceased. Have been his family phy-
siclan part of the time. Was called
in to see him about 7 p. m. of Friday,
the 16th. He was unconscious, blood
oozing from  -his mouth. He had been
bleeding at the nose. Breathing was
very much labored. I found he had
received a blow at the junction of the
side bone and back bone of the skull
There was no abrasion of the scalp.
Swelling on right side of head. The
blow evidently was made by a heavy
round instrument. No fracture of the
cranium that I could find in that re-
gion. The swelling was so large that
it was hard to diagnose, but there was
undoubtedly a fracture at the base of
the brain. The eoncussion and weight
of the blow caused his death. He did
not lose enough blood to cause death.

C. A. COATES.

Charles A. Coates was the next wit-
ness sworn. He said: I live in Have-
lock; am a brakeman. I knew the de-
ceased and Oscar J. Wright. I was
present at the affray which took place
in front of the Wright shop about 6 p.
m. I saw McKnight coming down
Station street from his home. He came
within three rods of the Wright house.
McKnight went across the street to-
wards the turn table. I saw Wright
in' the up-stairs front window of the
shop. I was below the shop on the
opposite side of the street, 17 or 18
paces . below the shop. McKnight
came towards me. Ira Wright came
from between the buildings. Ira ran
across the roadg and said to McKnight:
“G—— d—— your soul, I will give it
to you for looking for law,” at the
same time making attempts to pull his
coat off. McKnight, holding up his
sore hand, said: “Leave me alone. I
have got my hand hurt.” Oscar Wright
“Give it
to him, &—— him.” Ira was striking
bim some. Had him about .on  his
knees. _I heard glass breaking and
saw Oscar Wright coming to the
ground from the window. Oscar then
came over with a monkey wrench in
his hand, saying, d—— you, I will give
it to you. McKnight was a small man
about 126 or 150 pounds. Both Wrights
were large men. Not many men were
round. McKnight sang out for help.
Alex. McPhail told them to stop. The
crowd rushed Oscar across the road.
McKnight got up on his feet. Oscar
'held up the monkey wrench in the air.
The Wrights went over towards ' the
shop. Oscar said: “Go and get the
horse.” McKnight - stayed where he
was. Oscar took hold of the door, and
Mrs. Wright struck him with a stick.
‘He got too close to the door-for her
to strike him on the hands and she
gan the stick between him and the
door and wrenched him away. Sam
Keith, her son, said: “What do you
want to meddle with an old woman
for ?”’ Oscar said: ‘“What have you
your d—— mouth open for ? I will
knock the devil out of you.” Sam and
Chip Keith and Frank Dunham then
took hold -of Wright and pushed him
in the middle of the street. Mrs.
Wright was hitting him with a pole.
I could not tell which of the crowd
was getting the most blows. Oscar
said: “I will kick you,” meaning Mais.

ALEX. McPHAIL.

Alex. McPhail, harness ¢ maker of
Havelock, was the next witness. He
said I saw Ira Wright between the
Wright shop and Guiou's store. Mecre
Knight walked over across the street
and Wright made for him and accused
him of trying to get out papers for
Oscar. McKnight tried to get away
and showed his sore hand, but Wright
followed him up. Oscar came out the
window and dropped down and made
for McKnight with an iron in his hand.
He punched McKnight some, and used
some bad language. ‘I do not remem-
ber exactly. McKnight cried for help.
I asked them to quit. They did quit
for that time. Ira-went away and Os-
car went over by the shopmand sat on
the door step. He tried to get in the
door. Mrs: Wright tried to<strike him
three or four times. Sam and Chip
Keith, her two sons, and -another man
pushed Oscar away across the ‘street,
but did not strike him.® They let him
g0 and he crossed the street and sat
on the door sill and Ira and Walter
Mitton drove up. He tried to get in
the door again. Sam Keith said
something to him about imposing up-
on an old woman and Oscar asked him
if he wanted to fight. Oscar struck
first and the fight commenced. Mec-
Knight was not in it. They fought
with hands and clubs. 5\

To a juror—Did not see a weapon in
McKnight’s hands.

Ira and Walter Mitton came in Dud
Keith’s wagon. Oscar threatened to
hit McKnight, and hit at him, and Mc-
Knight tried to keep out of his way.
He had his overcoat on and had a sore
hand. I thought Oscar would stop and
let him alone. TwWo had been at Mec-
Knight, who made no resistance, but
sald, “are any of you going to help,
me?” Did not see the fatal blow. The
Wright shop referred to is Mrs.
Wright’s dwelling.

FRANK PETERSON.

Frank Peterson, sworn: I reside in
Havelock. I am 18 years old and live
with my father. I was present at the
fray at the latter part, having arriv
ed there about half-past six or seven
Oscar was trying to get in the door
and Mrs. Wright was hitting him
Wm. McKnight was on the opposite
side of the road. About the middle
was Sam Keith. Chip Keith and Fred
Perry came along and caught hold of
Oscar and held him while Mrs. Wright
beat him on the head with a stick
Dud Keith drove Ira Wright and Wal-
ter Mitton over, and they threw off
their coats. All this time she was
beating him. When they came the
fighting had ceased. Oscar was at the
shop door, and the rest were going
from the door. Mrs. Wright was still
at the door trying to keep him out. I
saw McKnight using a stick in the
middle of  the road. Could not say
who was holding Oscar, but McKnight
and Mrs. Wright were beating him
with a stick. This was after Dud
Keith came. When they came Wright
made for Sam Keith and said, “This
is the black scoundrel I want to get
at.” Several had hold of Wright, and
he fell from the blow of McKnight or
Mrs. Wright. I saw him fall. Don't
know whether others fell too or help
ed him up. Could not see, as they were
all together. They did not touch .hin
atfer he fell. Saw Oscar with a club
Don’t know how the blow struck Mc
Knight. Don’t know who struck it.
heard Mrs. McKnight scream. I turn
ed round and saw Mrs. McKnight
coming and McKnight on the ground
The stick was about like the stick in
court. ' I do not know whether it was
Oscar who struck him. I imagine that
I was home when Oscar came out of
the window. I live 150 yards away.

Dr. Price, recalled, said that he
dressed Mr. McKnight’s sore hand. He
had cut his finger on the same day
as the fracas, and he dressed it about
2 p. m, and he thought Mr. Mec-
Knight would not undertake to use a
club in that condition.

The court then adjourned for tea,
when an evening session will be held.

The Sun correspondent visited the
spot of the tragedy and found - the
grass stained and some cordwood
sticks smeared with blood.

McCKNIGHT'S FUNERAL.

The funeral of W. C. McKnight, the
victim of Friday’s affray at Havelock,
took place this afternoon and was
Jdargely attended, service being con-
ducted at the Baptist Church by Rev.
George Howard. Mrs. McKnight is
prostrated by the shock of her hus-
band’s death and was unable to at-
tend the funeral.

EVENING SESSION. .

The inquest was resumed at 7.30 p.
m. 8ix witnesses were examined by
the crown, as follows:- Jason Keith,
Wm. H. Young, Mr. Howard and wife,
L. B. Corey and C. O. Peterson. There
was little cross-examination. The
jury were out one hour and five min-
utes and brought in the verdict that
Wm. McKnight came’to h death by a
blow from a club in the hands of Oss
car J. Wright and that the said Oscar
J. Wright did unlawfully kill the said
Wm C. McKnight on the 16th day of
Sept. inst. S_igned by all the jurors.
