QUICKRUN OF A
SPECIAL TRAIN TO
SAVE GIRL’S LIFE

Doris Hickman of Dorchester
Was Seriously Ill at Rothe-
say—Father with Doctor
and Nurse Make Fifty
Mile an Hour Trip from
Moncton.

In order to save the life of a young
lady who is a student at the Rothesay
Bchool for Girls, if possible, a special
traln was made up at Moncton yester-
day afternoon and a quick run was
made to that suburb. Miss Doris Hick-
man, the young daughter of C. B, Hick-
man, a well known resident of Dor
chester, is the girl who is ill, and her
condition was considered serious last
night,

When Mr. Hickman was apprised of
his daughter's condition he hastened
to Moncton and engaged the services
of Dr. Ferguson and a nurse. With
them he boarded the special, which
made the run to Rothesay, a distance
of 81 miles, in one hour and forty min.
utes, or at the rate of 'appmxlmawly
50 miles an hour.

Miss Hickman was removed to the
walting train and then the run to
Moncton was begun. The patient stood
the journey very well, it was stated
last night Her many friends are ex-
tremely anxious as to the outcome of
her illness.

Arrangements have been made for
an operation by Dr. Ferguson at the
Moncton Hospital today for peritonitis,
The disease, which 1s an exceedingly
dangerous one, occasionally develops
from appendicitis.

To Save Themselves Incon-
venience Young Men Must
Carry Marriage Certificate,
That of Their Birth or Re-
gistration Papers.

It is 1 for the Domi

ber of Halifax business men, left
Campbell's wharf on board the tug
Togo. Arriving off the Furness pler
Mr. Lepage made preparations for go-
ing into the water.

He removed his fur coat, and ac-
cording to those who timed him it took
him exactly fifty-one seconds to put on
his 8. O. 8. suit, adjust the headgear
and prepare for the water. Having
done this he then jumped into the har-
bor from the stern of the tug. After
being in the water a few minutes Mr.
Lepage made several attempts to put
his head below the surface, but on
each occasion was . mot successful
owing to the buoyancy of the kapok,
with which the suit is lined. He then
floundered around and appeared to be
quite at home in his 8. O. S, suit.

Upright in Water.

During the time he was in the water
Mr. Lepage was in an upright position,
and only up to his armpits, which en-
ables him to have the free use of his
arms. After being in the water over
twenty minutes, Mr.. Lepage climbed
aboard the tug again, and was warmly
congratulated by those on board. He
removed his S. O. 8. suit, and the
clothes he was wearing was not in the
least wet or damp. Dr. P. A. Macdon-
ald stated that he was feeling warm
nl‘d not chilled the least after exam-
ining him.

The 8. 0. 8. suit, which weighs a
little over six pounds, s made of two
thickness of strong duck, between
which pure rubber has been run, mak-
ing a strong and waterproof material,
impervious alfké to cold and water.
The wearer entérs it through a large
opening back of the metal cap of the
headgear, which is most interesting.
Space for the face is cut out and a
fine silk band presses against the skin
to prevent water from leaking through.
Separate from the suit but attached to
it is a headpiece of pure rubber lined
with linen like material, which fs put
on over the head. The opening
through which the wearer has entered
is olosed by means of pulling a string
which gathers every part of the end in-
to the cap, and the cap is then securely
fastened. The suit has arms and legs,
mittens ending the former and lead
soles aud lead heels the latter. Around
the chest and back, between the thick
ness of duck, is the kapok, a product of
Java, which Is claimed to be five times
more buoyant than any other floating
material known at the present, and on
this account the suit will float five
other persons beside the wearer.

This is the second time that it has
been tested in the Atlantic ocean, the
first taking place at St. John in Janu-
ary, and on each occasfon it has been
well tested. Yesterduy was a cold day
along the waterfront, and there was
considerable drift ice floating around
in the harbor. The demonstration wag
snapped by Mr. W. G. MacLaughlin,
who was on hand with his moving
picture camera, and will soon be seen
as part of the Weekly Pathe’s News.
Mr. Lepage leaves this morning for
his home in Montreal.
