Probatly the
people of the United States however well
they msy be disposed fo the Cubans
would not be well pleased to be driven
from that island by bands of Cuban
rebels and so another war will soon be
under way as coetly and as bloody and
perhsps aa futile as the many "contests
which the Spaniards hadin Cuaba. When
Ouaba was conguered and lay at the feet of
the United Btates other proklamsnot less
puszling will arlse with regard fo ita
fature. If it becomes & state of the
union its products will enter the other
gtates free of duty and totally ruin many
industries that are nmow flourishing in
the Ugnited Btater. The Bouthern planter
who finds his tobacco crop reduced to
one-half or one-thizd its value by Cuban
competition will have some difficulty in
understanding what he has gained by
the war and by the acquisition of an
island which isentirely out of sympathy
with the rest of the United States in sl-
mo1t every respect.

Batthe Cuban difficulty whatever it
may amount to is in the future while
the Philippine embarrasment is cf the
present. The attempia that have been
made by the president and his friends
to satiaty the people of the Philippine
islands that they would receive genmer-
ous treatment from the United Statos
have so far failad. The Philippines say
that they are fit for sel! government,
that they were fighting for inde-
pendence when the United Btates
intervened and that they uever
believed that & nation which was
founded on the principle that all men
had an inalienable right to life, liberty
and the pursuit of happiness; would en-
deavor to impose s military government
upon them against their will. That af-
ter all ig the most serious difficulty of
the United BStates in connection with
the Philippines. It hes caused that
great and free nation to turn its back
upon ita own principles and to deny that
meayure of justice to others which it was
80 loud in claiming for itself.

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THE POLICY OF DELAY.

We do not think that any
human being had ever his wisdom or
knowledge increased by listeningto Mr,
Davin’s long winded speeches. Mr.
Davin may bes wit and may have the
ability to say insulting things to his poli-
tical opponents but votes are not gained
in that way either in parliament or st
the pclle.

and the ability to throw out insinuations
against political opponents is not an
intellectus1 quality of & very exalted
kind. Yet thatissll that Mr. Davin
has ever done, and Mr. Davin is a fair
type of a Tory parliamentary obstruc-
tionist.

Thers are more people in Canada
who lose their lives by drowning than
from any other form of sccident, and
what is frue of Canads as a dominion is
likewise true of New Brunswick as a
province., This is a eondition which
no doubt arises out of the fact that
Canads is the best watered country in
the woild, & country of great rivers and
mighty lakes on which men pursue their
avocations or engage in pleasure. Many
drowning accldents are unavoidable, but
in the msjority of cases they are due to
carelessuess and a failure to understand
or appreciate the conditions om which
men may go boating or sailing with
safety. Itissad to think that so many
valunablelivesare unnecessarily lostevery
year by drowning, and it is even sadder
to reflect that the lessons thua taught at-
tracted mo little attention and are so soon
forgotten. The other day & senator of
the dominion, & valuakls member of the
community, lost his lite by drowning be-
cause the boat from which he was fish-
ing was upset by the most gross; care-
lsssnesr. When will the public learn
that & sma!l boat is not a ship and that
if they walk on her gunwales she will
probably upset. This is a lesson which
even ssil):s who have been many years
at sea sometimes forget, for some years
ago three or four sea captains who wert
boating on Loch Lomond succeeded in
upsetting their boat and drowning them-
selves, although the ekift in which they
were might have carried them across
the Atlantic if prope:ly handled. There
is hardly an issue of this paper that
does not contain  accounts of
drowning fatalities that might have
been avoided by the exercise of the
most ordinary  precautions, The

Why should the wishes of the Can-
adian people be defeated by an irrespon-
sible body like the senate, made up
mainly of partizans of & very narrow
type? That in a question which is being
asked everywhere throughout ©snada
today, and it is one that will continue to
be asked long sfter the immediate occa-
sionof the inquiry has been forgotter.
The people know that the senate of Can-
ads has undertaken to defeat the policy
of & government which has an emor-
mous msjority atits back in the house
of commone, which is winning sll the
byselections, and which stands so well
with the people that its msjority will be
greatly incressed when another elec-
tion takes place. Knowing this the peo-
ple will not be misled by the raising of

conduct of the senate is condemmed
because some Tory paper fells them
that the country hss saved money by
the rejection of the government’s policy.
They will look at the matter from a
common sense point of view, and they
will come to the conclusion that a nomi-
nated house which claims the right to
control public business, quite independ.-
ently of the wishes of the electors, is not
the kind of a legislative body which
ought to be permitted to exist in Can-
ada. The resolutions of Bir Wilfrid
Laurier with reference to the senate
have been already referred to in these
columns, They are cerfainly very
moderate, and although they may be
sneered at as introducing a continental
invention into our constitution, they are
none the less excellent on that account.
The time is past when people can be
influenced by such arguments; for a
system must be judged by ite resulte
and not by ieorigir. It is not likely
that the proposed plam of passing a
government measure over the senate’s
veto would required fo be frequently
exercised, for the Bowells, Fergusons and
Dell Peileys of the senate would soon
learn that they could not coerce the
house of commons and they would retire
defeated from the field.

THE DEOLINE OF THE WOODBOAT,

That “the c11 order changeth, giving
place fo new,” is a fact that is constantly
receiving fresh illustrationr. Twenty
years ago who would have thoumght the
time would ever come when woodboats
would beg!n to be scarce on the 8t. John
river. There seemed to be mo kind of
vessel that floated on the water so ceriain
to hold its place in the $rade of the
country as the wocdboat. It had almost
every advantage that could be named.
It was cheap to build; it was cheaply
run; it was fast; it carried a large load in
proportion to its size, and it looked as it
the large lumber trade of the 8t. John
would always make thte woodboat a
necessity. The woodboat men who ran
their own vessels took life easy. For
seven months of the year their
crafta were kept busy carrying
deals, but for the other five
they lived at home at ease, drove a fast
horse and became local magnates for the
time being. These were the golden
days, the good ¢11 times, and not so very
long ago either. But in an evil hourthe
woodboat men, or some of them, formed
a combination to increase the price of
carrying deals from Fredericton to St.
John, and then there was trouble. It
was the beginning of the end. The great
desl shipper of that dsy, who has not
yet gone out of business, built scows and
loaded his deals on them, fowing the
scows to 8t. John by meane of a tugboat.
The new plan has worked so well that
the woodboat, 8o far a8 the carrying of
deals is concerned, iz 1.kely to be a thing
of the paet, Every scow carries about as
large a had of deals as an average wood-
boat, and a tug can tow from fifteen to
twenty scows to 8t. John at once, The
entire cargo of the largest steameship can
be towed down &t once, and with smch
certainty that the shipper can tell,
glmost to &n hour, when his
cargo is to be expected. For the
laboricas tug keeps right on until hia
destination ia reached. He is ncot de-
pending on the fickle wind for his pro-
grege; he is not 8 gentleman of lejsure
who must be up over night at his home
on the river tozee his wife and family
while ths ghipper weite. Sothe tog and
the scows have taken the place of the
picturesque woodboat, and it looks a8 it
the day might come when that once

! popular craft will disappear altogether. ,
