ST, JOHN MARKET

There is one feature fn"connection with
the fruit market during the season which is
now about closed that deserves the most
serious consideration of Nova Scotia ship-
pers. That is the fact that during this fall
one wholesale merchant in this city alone
handled over 5,000 barrels of Ontario apples.
The reasons of this are not far to seek, and
are such as can be met easily. The barrel
from Upper Canada contains half a bushel
more fruit than the Nova Scotia barrel, but,
more important still, the mdrk on the barrel
is a positive guarantee of the quality of the
apples. This is a state of things which
should mot be allowed to hold good next
tyear, but as long as the Nova Scotia grow-
ers continue to ship their best fruit to Eng-
land, end mark the rest better than it is,
they must expect to find themselves shut out

The only market that has shown any
change the past week'is the produce mar-
ket. With the advent of cold weather better
prices are Tealized by the farmer for most
classes of his produce. ‘Eggs are very scarce
and the fresh laid variety brings mow from
28 1o 32 cents a dozen. Potatoes are $§1.25
to- $1.40 a barrel. <Chickems, 50 to 80 cents
a pair. Geese, 70 to 90 cents apiece and
everything else in proportion. The following
