German Losses Huvy. }

Hes losing numerous officers,

“In the region of Verdun, and on the
heights ‘of the Meuse,” says the eye-
witness, “our artillery frequently silenced
that of the enemy. At the Bois lLe
Pretre our progress was continuous for
two months, without an instant’s re-
treat. It is a veritable siege war.

“The excellent results obtained in Up-
per Alsace would have been increased
if the condition of the battlefield had not
affected the operations, the soldiers suf-
fering greatly from the regors of the
weather—the rain, snow and mud, We
had"many injured on January 5, because
the guns of our men were dirty and
could not be fired, but it is not true that
the Germans captured unwounded pris-
oners,

“In the region. of Upper Alsace the
Germans ‘were unable to pierce -our
lines, although aided by  heavy rein-
forcements.,”
