NEW BRUNSWICK WOODS.
On the 19th ultimo a meeting of the

Bratish “Institute of Carriage Manufac-

turers” was held at Westminster town

hall, and during the course of the dis-
cussions :—

“Professor Macoun said that although his
remarks wonld chiefly refer to woods used in
carriage building, be would give a rapid
sketch of the lumbering business and of the
localities where it was chiefly carried on.
New Brunswick, Quebec, and Ontario were
the chief seais of the timber trade. In north-
ern New Brunswick there were still exten-
sive forests of maple, beech, ash, basswood,
birch, oak, poplar, and elm of very great
size, besides large tracts covered with hem-
lock, black and white spruce, red and white
pine, as well as swamps of larch and cedar.
Owing to their positions these forests re-
mained untouched, and when a projected
line of railway was built large supplies of
timber for every branch of business would be
laid open to commerce He jparticularized
this region because it was nearer the sea-
board than any other untouched locality.’

DISASTER ON THME C. P. R
Detalls of the Recent Land Slide on the
Pacific Connst.

A special despatch of the Victoria, B.
C., Times, from Port Moody, Oct. 20,
gives the following account of the recent
disaster on the C PR. “The land slide
on Tuesday morning was three miles of
Ashefoft, near Black Canyon. It -was
very serious but no'lives were lost. The
engineer was badly scalded and was sent
back o Kamloops for medical aid, His
left hand and leg were injured. Fifty |
acres slid oatseveral hundred feet and |
sank 00 feet, the rails remaining con-
nected in mid-eir. The engine tender
and baggage car rolled over, but the
baiance of the train remained on the
track ; the express goods, and mails, bagz-
gage were saved. The sccident happened
at two o'clock. Passengers were trans-
ferred to another train on the west of the
slide. Freight tradic will be interrupted
for some days. The slide extends about
fifteen hundred feet, and the west end
is a perpendicular cut of about 50 feet.
Supt. Abbottand Engineer Cambie were
on the scene in the evening and a large
gang of men were immediately put
to work to repair the damage.
Through passenger traftic will be uninter-
rupted and ina few days freight traffic
will be resumed again. The engineer
was found lying on his back, and had to
be dug out from the emgine which sank
in the sand and gravel. The place where
the accident happened is quick sand
bottom, and probably a new track will
have to e built. Passengers knew
little of the accident until daylight. The
train was moving slowly on an up-grade
at the time of the accident, and the
engineer had his hand on the throttle
applying more steam. When he felt the
engine sinking he aﬁplied the full
strength of the air brakes, thus saving
the passengers lives, and the total de-
struction of the train. A freight train
passed an hour before, and the trackmen
a few minutes, The train was in charge
of Conductor Risteen. All worked like
heroes to save lives and property. 'The
west bound passengers were uc¢layed here
twelve hours.”
