DEPARTMENTAL REGULATIONS ON
THE SUBJECT OF ROMAN CATHOLIC
SEPAtATE SHOYLS.
1. When a Roman Catholie Separate School

is established, as provided in the R. C. Separate
School Act of 1855, 18 Viet., chap. 131, it will
be necessaxy for the Trustees to transmit the
notice of its establishment, having the Certificate 1- c. Cir.,
and Endorsement of the Reeve of the Township, No .
or of the Chairman of the Board of School Trus-
tees of the city, town or village, to the Chief Su-
perintendent of Schools, so that the Depariment
may be apprized of the legal existence of the
school, and be enabled to transmit to the Trus-
tees the necessary blauks, and also reserve a
portion of the Legislative School Grant for the
school.

2. When the Sepaate Schools-in the wards Of L. C. Cir.,
a city or town become united under one Board,
as provided for in the 7th sectivoaof the said Act,
the Board of Trustees should send a eopy of the
newspaper containing such notice to the Chief
Superintendent of Schools.

3. The Ectucationat Department will not bet
able to recognize any Roman Catholic Separate
Sehool neglecting to cornply wxith the foregoing
regulations in regard to the establishment and
union of such se ools.

TENDENT OF SCHOOLS TO TRUSTEES
OF R. C. SEPARATE SCHOOLS IN U. C.

Dated the 18th June, 1855.
GENTLEMEN, -You will herewith receive a

copy of "An Act to amend the Laws relating to
Roman Cathoile Separate Schools in Upper
Canada." For the provisions of this Act, t am
not entitled to eithei prafse or blame, as I never
saw it until it appeared in print, after its intro-
duction into the Legislature. I have ever believed
and maintained that the provisions of the lawi,
previously existing mn respect to separate schools,
were conceived in a kindly feeling, and were
equitable and liberal. I am so persuaded still.
But these provisions of the law having been is v., c.
complained of by Bishops of the Roman Catholic
Church, the new Separate School aet is the
result-an act, which, while it maintains our
public school system inviolate and even places
it upon a firnier and broader foundation than
