'he North-Am tournament
features 32 teams, 16 on the men’s
side and 16 on the women’s side. The
North-Am tournament is a top calibre
volleyball event and attracts the
nation’s top teams.

The finals of the weekend long
tourney will be held on Sunday, centre
court, 2:00 pm for the women's
championship, and 3:00 pm for the
men’s championship.

U of A volleyball coordinator
Hugh Hoyles says the presence of the
national women'’s team is an added
bonus that attracted the tough Mc-
Master squad.

Tuesday's article needed explanation.

It's inaccurate to say that men'’s
teams get: more than their share
versus women's teams, says Dr.
Smith.

For example, the
Golden Bears basketball expenses are
set at $60,885 and the Pandas at
$28,670. However, the Bears receive
much more revenue: $36,610. The
Pandas are projected to receive $2,850
in revenue.

“"When you look at the overall
expense (Bears, $24,275 and Pandas,
$25820) to the UAB, the two are’
about the same,” noted Dr. Smith.

Tuesday's articles didn't mention
that Campus Recreation (in-
tramurals) received the largest in-
crease in the UAB budget.

Dr. Smith says the misleadin,
headlines overshadow what coul

otherwise be informative articles. He
says Athletic Services presented
information to the Gateway on the
assumption that it would be reported
in a responsible manner.

- “All I was doing was describing
the events that happened last year,”
he said.

Despite his objections with the
articles, Dr. Smith says Athletic
Services will continue to answer any
questions that the Gateway might
have.

It should be noted that the UAB
articles were brought up on my own
initiative and that no one coerced me
to "reopen the debate.” I'm not

questioning whether or not UAB fees
should be tied to tuition fees. That's
past bistory.

However, the issue of how
the UAB spends its money is an
important one.

Athletic Services must be accoun-

‘table to students. 1 brought up last

year’s debate because many students
weren’t here at that time. The bistory
lesson is over, but the UAB’s accoun-
tability remains a concern. :
It’s a bhealthy concern that
deserves attention. As a final note,
the intent of Tuesday’s articles was to
make students aware of the UAB. Dr.
Smith  says he welcomes an
suggestions as to how athletics cou
be better run. If Tuesday’s articles
belp to increase student interest in the
UAB, then the ink expended will have
been worthwhile. : y
