Council president Gordon McConnell 
advised the Gazette today that a surplus of $300 appears 
likely for the 1953-54 activities. ‘‘But,” noted the council 
prexq .this means using up our 10% reserve fund and ap­
proximately 80% of an unexpected $1500 increase in regis- 
tartion.
