Planted with tulips and other hardy 
bulbs for Spring flowering, these beds are radiant with color as soon 
as Spring has fairly come, and after the early Spring blossoms are gone 
the later blooming plants follow, and the beds are thus made beautiful 
and attractive the whole Summer and until late in the Fall, the quality 
of frost in these parts being of a sort to require a much lower degree 
for killing plant life than is the case where more moisture is present in 
the atmorphere than is the case in Winnipeg and North-western Canada 
generally.
