LATEST FROM BERMUDA,

The arrival on Monday of the R. M. Steamer
Ospray, Capt. Sampson, puts us in ion of
Bermuda dates to 25th ult. ‘There is little new
to add ,to our summary of Bermuda and West
 India iptelligence received by the brig Griffin.
It is a matter for repret, that indications of the
Potatoe blight had made its appearance in Ber-
muda. The Herald of the 18th ult. says:—A
larger crop thao usual of Irish s, hag been
planted this season in Bermuda, and we. regret
to perceive, that tharot has veized them to a con-
siderable. extent. . This loss of at least one half
the crop is attributed to the wet weatber which
has prevailed during the last month, and to a
very dense fog which covered the country about
a fortnight since.
A Prussian Ship had arrived at Bermuda,
with a cargo of coals from New,ion, Wales, for
the Steam P'acket Company. This is the first
arrival of a Foreign vessel under the operation
of the Nev Navigation Laws. The -in this
lustance cost ssxtees s8illings J 7 ton h-gighg
The price bitierto paid to British vessels from
the same port, had been 18 to 20 shillings ; but
British vessels bave sivce beca engaged at 15
shillings per ton.—'Lhie \\ Jaling scason has prov-
ed pretty successtul.—Clironsels.
