It .peaks of 
Hia lofty designation and employment in His 
Father’s house, when He bucomei a •* minis­
tering one,” John xii. 20. His earthly tervic- 
ie over—“ Henceforth I cal! you not servant», 
but friends, John xv. 15.

“ In my Father's house!" “ Yea” said a 
dying believer, as he quoted these words : “ our 
Lord tells me, You have been an out-door ser­
vant long enough, I will now make you an in­
door servant, and take you out of the wind and 
rain, to give you a glorified body and better 
wages and a better manaion.”

place ;’’ teeking every returning morning to

.nd will not' tarry,” Heb. x. 37. " He will not 
slay,’" says Goodwin, “ a minute longer than 
he needs must. He tarries only till He bath, 
throughout all ages, by His intercession, pre­
pared every room for each saint, that He may 
enter in them altogether, and have them ad 
shout Him."

venerable figure at hie side guiding hie myeleri- 
ou« movements, and in whose counlenaneo he 
remaiked the lineaments of youth and age were 
blended together with an iotimate harmony 
aud msjsnic sweetness.

The Baltimore Methodist Protestant furnishes 
the following mieeionary account»

JAPAN.
There are now four Protestant Missions in 

Japan. The Japanese New Testament ia nearly 
ready for the pren. A phrase-book and voca­
bulary of the language have already been issued, 
and a Dictionary ie about to be published.

* INDIA.
An announcement ie made that one of the 

most respectable femiliee io a new viUege has 
recently renounced heathenism, and joined the 
Christians. This may be the .beginning of a 
more exteneive movement

The remarkable lecture on Jesus Christ by the 
head of a sect of Brahminiele in Calcutta, and 
the discussions growing out of it, produce a con­
tinued fermentation imong the native population 
ol the city. Thie has been increased by the pro­
fession of Christianity of two young Brahmins, 
pupils in a mission echooh In a rural valley, 
where there wae but one Christian known—when 
the miseionary at that post commenced hie labors 
—there are now more then 500

An intereeting case ia noticed of « female con­
vert, blind and io poor health, who, instead of 
complaining, always exhibits a thankful frame 
of mind. Her Bufferings are great, but her eon- 
eolations abound. Speaking of her blindness, 
she slid on# dey, 1 1 daily thank God that he 
hn deprived me of eight. I am unconscious of 
blindness, for God is continually ahowirg me 
many things, and I feel as if I saw more than 
when I bad vision.’ " Till lately «be wae wholly 
among heathen, and baa had no means cf form­
ing a Christian vocabulary, excepting that which 
was furnished by her own experience.

Among the results of minionary labor in In­
dia, it ie «aid that the Ooepel has been sown 
broadcast over the land, and that there are io 
India upward# of 50,000 nelive communicants, 
and between 3,000 and 4.000 native agents la­
boring to enlighten end evangelize their coun 
try men. Beside» the ceeee of actusl conversion, 
many thousands are convinced tbat Christianity 
is true, and have no faith in their idols, nor in 
the tradidione of their enceztors ; and million» 
have heard the story of redeeming love.

THIBET.
After ten year» of toil, the Moravian mission­

aries have reaped the first fruits in the baptism 
of four converts. The Goepel leaven ie diffueing 
iti influence more widely, and an inquiring spirit 
eeemi to animate other», among whom are some 
of the neglected and degraded women.

SYRIA.
A native missionary, connected with tl.e sta­

tion at Bey root, reports that during a tour among 
the people, In the middle of a certain village he 
opened his bag of books, and the people throng­
ed around, and they diicuned and read in the 
Bible till sun-eeL Two brother» then took him 
to their house, and shut the door, end asked 
him to read io the Goepele eod prey, as they 
losged to know how theevenge'icele prey. He 
reed end prayed—one of them repeating every 
word after him in a loud voice—end when he 
had fioiehed, one of them exclaimed : “ I am a 
happy man to night." A little boy twelve years 
old invited the missionary to his home, prepared 
breakfast for him, listened to every word about 
Christ with deep interest, and «aid : “ I wish 
to bear very much more about these things."

A Mohammedan, eighty year» old, received 
him hospitably, and wished him to read all the 
time from the Gospels, and pray, and said be 
believed the New Testament to be true, rebuk­
ing those who did not receive the Goepel as the 
Word of God.

Two 
young men from a remote district have been 
converted, and the hope is cherished that God 
will commission them to preec'i end tesch the 
ray of salvation to their benighted people in the 
vast interior. A translation of the whole Bible, 
io yet another language of Western Central 
Africa, has been completed under the auspices 
of the Bible Society of Scotland, and will ehortly 
be put into the hands of a large and influential 
population.

A work of grace has lately occurred in the 
Wesleyan miesion in South Africa. A letter 
•aye : " One remarkable characteristic cf thie 
work is thet tbe whole land is being bleeeed. * * 
At some of our native étalions 300, 500, and in 
one place.£800 conversions have taken place.” 
More than 2000 natives and more than G00 Eng­
lish people have been the subjects of the work.

Spurgeon’s Battle-cry.
The battle with ritualism • wsxeth hot ’ in the 

fatherland. A young man, a resident of Boston, 
now in Englend, writes ns that be wae present, 
on the last Sabbath of October, at tbe Metro­
politan Tabernacle, where the Rev. C. H. Spur­
geon addressed his immense congregation on 
the ritualists. We1 hsve before ue a report of 
the sermon, in the London Morning Star. He 
selected for bis text, Isaiah lix. 19 ‘ When the
enemy shall come in like a flood tbe Spirit of 
the Lord «ball lift up a standard agsinet him.’

The introduction of tbe sermon exhibited in 
a vivid manner tbe miny attempts, by persecu­
tion and otherwise, which bad been repeatedly 
mede during the present dispenelion to destroy 
the church of Christ. He touched the main 
point» of the outline from the first century to 
• the time» of that baptized heathen, Constan­
tine,’ under whom the church was united to the 
State ; he traced the stream of corruptions that 
followed to the later dsy when ‘ a crucifix took 
the place of Christ, end a piece of bread wae 
made into a god. But was not tbe standard 
lifted up? Undoubtedly it was.' From this 
point he traced the testimony of the lorg line 
of feilhful witneeees through the derk centurier.
Albigenets, Weldenies, kindred spirits in the 
South of France, afterwards in Hungary, then 
tbe great reformers of Germany ar.d Swi-zer- 
Isnd, Hugh Latimer in England, and John Knox 
in Scotland ; «till further, when Coriitianity in 
Englend had become a dead formalism, when 
drunken and fox-hunting parsortt were to be 
found in every parizb, the standard we* lifted 
op anew by six young men, expelled f.om Ox­
ford for praying, and the neme of ‘ Methodist’ 
beceme a terror to Satan.

Coming down to the present lime, Mr. Spur­
geon said he believed that no exaggeration could 
by possibility be u»ed to describe the mischievous 
condition cf the church in England*.

A Star on Fire-

About the middle ol May lest astronmere 
were startled by the announcemer t that a ne^ 
star of considerable brightness bad tuddeiily 
burst forth in the constellation Corot;* Horeelia, 
(the Northern Crown ) its increats of magni­
tude must hsve been extremely repid, for on 
the Uth of May an observer, who wia occupied 
that day in scrutinizing that portion of the hea­
vens, felt certain that no object comparable t; 
it was visible. On tbe 12th, three days after­
ward, the star shone with the brilliancy of one 
of the second magnitude, or equal to the three 
well-known stare in the belt of Orion. The 
important results obtained from the ckssrvation 
of this truly astronomical object ate sufficient 
reasons for giving a brief and popular account 
of its short history, which we ere sure will be 
duly appreciated by cur scientific readers.

Tbe first person who appears to have observed 
Ibis variable star wae Mr. J. Birmingham, cl 
Tuam, Ireland, who obierved it May 12 b.— 
Subsequently it was eeen on the 13 b, at Ruche- 
fort, by M. Couibebataze, and on the same day 
at Athene, by M. Schimidt. On the llh it’was 
noticed at London, Canada West, by Mr. Bar­
ker, and on the 16th at Manchester, by Mr. 
Bsxer.dell. These observers saw it ir.deptr.d- 
ently, without any notification. Attention being 
now drawn to the star, it has since been regu­
larly observed, either for petition or for the in­
quiry into its phyeicial constitution, at mo it ol 
tbe public and private observatories in Europe 
and America. Its brightness rapidly diminish­
ed after discovery, but probably not in the same 
ratio a» it had increased btfere. The" relat've 
magnitudes, determined by comparison with 
neighboring known stars, are a* follows :

Very little change had taken place from May 

30 to June 22. On the evening of the letter 
day the magnitude wes reckoned a* the ninth.

So far this discovery would not probably 
have attracted any greater attention than..that 
of any ordinary variable. The new star would 
most likely have been followed very closely only 
till the extent and period of ity variability were 
•atiafactorily established. Of tveh objects, the 
firmanent contains .many extraordinary exam­
ples ; stare which appear for a season and thin 
disappear, again reappearing, performing in the 
meantime all their changes of brightness with 
perfect regularity. While there are some that 
complete their period in days, there are other» 
occupying months, or perhaps year», between 
the intervals of msximum magnitudes. If our 
new star had been, therefore, simply one of tbia 
class, interesting though it m:^ht have been 
from tbe abruptness of its first appearance, it 
would merely have added one to tbe list of those 
known variables which are to be found scatter­
ed here and there among the fixed stare.

But astronomical observation» have unfolded 
other properties peculiar to tbia etar, giving us 
insight into physical composition different from 
That of other» around it. Thi» hae been attain­
ed by the observation of its spectrum, ae view­
ed through a spectroscope attached to an astro­
nomical telescope.

Such, then, ia a brief account of this tempo- 
rary but brilliant visitor to our sky ; showing 
with little doubt that, from some cause unknown 
to ue, it must have been the subject of some 
terrible estestrophe at a period perhaps listant ; 
for it must be borne in mind tbat, owing to its 
immense distance from us, we may be only wit- 
i easing the calamity of a past age. From the 
audden blazing forth of tbia star, and then its 
rapid lading away, Mr. Huggins and Dr. Millet 
have suggested tbat in consiqier.ee of a gteat 
internal convulsion, probably a large quantity of 
hydrogen and other gases were omitted from it ; 
“ the hydrogen by the combination with lumt 
element, giving out the light repreienled by the 
bright lines, and at the same time beating to 
the point of vivid incandescence the solid mat­
ter of tbe photosphere. As the hydrogea be­
came cxhauited, all the phenomena diminish in 
intensity, and the aUr rapidly watiea." Thai 
hydrogen gas io a state of combustion wai pre­
sent is very probable ; for, by compati; g limul 
tsneously the bright lines in the stellar spec'ium 
with those of hydrogen produced by the induc­
tion spark, taken through tbe vapor of water, it 
was found tbat two of the line» sensibly coin­
cided, During a discussion on the star, at a 
meeting of the Royal Agronomical Society, on 
June 8tb, the astronomer royal expressed hi» 
firm belief tbat this wonderful object was actually 
in flimee. w

If we are inclined to ipeculate on this unique 
astronomical phenomenon, or the probable con- 
zequtnce arising from such a sudden outburst of 
fiery gai, what an extensive subject forcontem- 
plat ion ie opened to uv. Astronomically we 
have known the minute «tir for year» without 
suspicion ; it baa been claaeifled with other» of 
eimiler magnitude ; it fan» been one of many
