There is no doubt of the twofold fact, the possi-
ble ecstacy of early experience, snd the sense of
imperfeciion in life that seems and may be is
an imperfection of love. The soul gets entsn-
gled again in the yoke of bondsge. It feels
sinful yesrnings and yieldings. It loses its
relish for holy things. It fiods the way of
grace and nature contrary, and treads the lat-
ter with the loss of peace and purity. Its love
grows cold. Such is to often the Christian
.Xxperience. .

Is there a state in which the sun goes not
down P Is there a love that abides full and
supreme under all circumstances? Can the
child of God love God with all his beart 7—
Does one ever do so?

These | questions Methodist theology and ex-

perience answer in the sffirmative. With un-
questioned unanimity they assert that every re-
deemed soul can and should, and that meny s
redeemed soul does, permanently abide in this
fullpess of love. They are careful to say that
such perfection of love is not perfection of life.
As the wife's love for her husband, and the bus-
bands for his wife, as the parent for the ochild’s
and the child for his parent’s may be perfect
and perpetusl, without their lives perfectly cor-
responding 1o this fullness of passion, with
marked defects even in this life, so csn the
Christian love his Lord with all his beart, while
all his acts may not correspond to this emotion.
Wesley ::ar!ully guarded his views on this point
from the Antinomianism that sprung up then,
and that has revealed itself, even in our day, in
the Nagsrites snd Oneida Fraternity, congregs-
tions of Just and crime, snd that has sometimes
caught & good man unaware, when he has been
tempted to say, * I have no farther nud.ol say-
ing that prayer of tbe Lord's, + Forgive me
my trespasees,’ as I beve committed n(fno.'—
Against such John Wesley sternly set himeelf,
and in his ¢ Plain Account,’ no less then his
stronger statement of the same truth, in his ser-
mon on ¢ Bin in Believers, he denounced all
such professions ss of the devil.

versy, the complete subjection of the whole
man to God, fulfiliment of the Apostolic injunc-
tior, consecrating soul, body, and spirit, to
His service. It gives vivid illustrations of the
power of such consecration, faith, and love, some
real, some fanciful. His attaioments in grace
are of the old and femiliar Methodist pattern,
full assurance of faith, and joyful, abiding love.
He scouts the dogma set forth in the lines:—

“ Oft it gives me anxious thought,
Am 1 His, or am I not ;"

and cites Paul, David, and Abrabam, and others
to the contrary, as he might have cited the
whole Methodist Church. Thus he puts his
creed : ‘Cobrist and faith. These two words
epitomise the plan of sslvation. Christ, our
ealvation ; aud faith, our means of its reception,
—Christ complete, and we complete in Him.'—
He sppeals to the Puritan and Wesleyan fa-
thers, as well as the Bible ones, as excelling ue
in faith, and urgently calls on the Church to
be fired by these great examples, It isa bealth-
ful, stirriog work, that bardly touches anywhere
a controversisl point, especially such he are rais-
ed in our own communion.

The psmphlet of Rev.Mr. Huntington is one of

Acd well it may overwbelm us all, when
we look at the history of missions. Go back,
for instance, thirty years, the missionaries
who bad gove to China were sitting down un-
der the shadow of those high walls, patiently,
bopefully, trustfully waiting for the first praeti-
cable breach.

A Revival in 1806.

Mz. EpiToR.—I send you the substance of a
letter [ received a fow months ago from an oid
friend, which will be read with interest by many,

Death of the Rev. Wm- Wilson.
To the Edators of the Waichman.

Gentlemen,—The recent notice of the lamen-
ted and sudden desth of the Rev. William
Wilson, of Esstern British Americe, recalls to
my rememberance some circumstances which
may prove of interest to many surviving friends
of thet willing and faithful servant of Jesus
Chriet,

Mr. Wileon was one of a large number of can-
didetes for mission service recommended from
their severgl districts in the year 1819, many
of whom were called esrly to meet the Com-
mittee.

By the removal of Mr. Wilson, two nsmes
only of those who were called to meet the Com-
mittee in September, 1819, now remsin on the
Minutes of Cooference—tbat of my early eol-
legue sod superintendent. and ever-esteemed
friend, Rev. James Mowat, now resident at
Frome, and that of your present correspondent.
Messrs. Ralph Mansfleld, now of Bydney ; Peter
Duscan, whose loss we have recently been
called to lameant ; and Willism Shaw, who sur-
vives in bonoured retirement, with others, were
called to London shortly afierwards.

Ia sccordance with the plan at that time
sdopted by the Missionary Committee, the csn-
didates for foreign service underwent a special
esamination after the Conference, before the
minist ident in L Aceordingly,
Mr. Wileon, with eleven others, then present in
Loadon, app d before the Examination Com-
mittee on Ssturday, Oct. 2, 1819, the meeting
bzing beld in the committee-room of the Mis-
sion-house, 77, Hatton.garden. The Rev.
Chbarles Atmore occupied the chasir; the otber
members of committee present were the Rev.
Joseph Taylor, resident segretary; the Rev
Jabes Buatiog, and the Rev. Richard Watscn,
also secretaries ; the R:v. George Marsden, one
of the general tressurers of the Society; the
Rsvs. Josepb Bevson, Joseph Botclffs, George
Moyrel, Samuel Taylor, Jobn Waterhouse, aud
Robert Owen, Welsh prescher. At the men-
tion of these names we are ready to exclaim.

How faithfully our departed friend laboured
in Newfoundlaod and America, never seeking
rost by a visit home, is a matter of record and
of affectionate remembrance. His “ History of
Methodism i Newfoundiand” is a volume ftall
of interest, and will tend to prrprtuate the
memory of the author. He bad the character
of being a diligent pastor and
