“On the rest of the front, the enemy has delivered

only partial attacks.

These all have been repulsed, par-

Varennes; in the region of Malancourt, in the Woevre
district; in the direction of Champlon, and .at a point
southeast of St. Mihiel, in the forest of Ailly.

LONDON, Oct. 22.—Reports
that the Germans had evacuated
Ostend and were retreating to-
wards Bruges and that their west
Flanders army, from the. vicinity
of the coast south to Courtrai was
being hammered into a zig-zag
line, by the combined efforts of
the British, French and ‘Belgian
troops, seemed to coincide at so
many points to-day that, in the
absence of claims of any advices
from Berlin, the unbiased opinion
was that the fighting among the
cahals of northern Belgium, which
followed the German rush from
Antwerp had been
dfainst the invaders.

At any rate the Germans at onc
point have been driven back as
far as Thourout, and some des-
patches say that their ¢ommuni-
cations in the middie of west
Flanders have been so disorgan-
ized that troops from Ghent arc
matching direct to Courtrai, rath-
er than join their comrades to the
north, who are in danger of being
cut off, -

The evacuation of Ostend was
not confirmsd this morning, but
from Berlin itself came the report
that the British ships were shell-
ing that town, while anaother de-
spatch says that the guns of the
war vessels had destroyed the
village of Slype on the canal be-
tween Ostend and Bruges, where
it is said the Germans have their
headquarters. At Sluis, only a few
miles northeast of Slype, in 1340
a British fleet achieved a victory
