UITIZENS FLEE TERROR-STIOKEN.

The Vatican Trembles and Its Hospital
Windows are Shattered—The Cupols ot
‘ime House of Parliament Falls with a
Orash—Streets are Strewn with Bricks
Stones, ete.—People Pitched Out of Bed
~—Five People Lose Their Lives—Hum-
bert, Rudini and the Cabinet Visit the
Seene of the Oatastrophe,

A Rome cable received this afternoon
says: Asabout 7 o'clock this morning a
$zemendous explosion shook this city to ite
foundation, spreading terror and ismay
©n all sides. E‘he people rushed affrighted
fvom their homes into the streets, houses
xocked, piotures fell from the walls, thou-
sands of panes of glass were broken,
orockery was shattered, furniture wag
overtarned, chimneys orashed down on the
zoofs, and in gome instances
over into the streets. The
oupola of the House of Parliamens
immediately after the explosion shook
wiolently and then oollapsed with a orash,
whioch added still further to the feeling of
horror whioh had spread throughout Rome.
All the thoroughfares were strewn with
brioks, stones, eplinters and other debris
haurled there by the force of the powerfal
oorcussion which had oaused Rome $o
$otter on ite foundasions. People of all
sges and conditions were rushing, pale
with fear, abous the streets. Rents and
oracks sppeared in the walls of honses,
the plaster fell from the oceilings
and general desolation prevailed. In
asny instences people were thrown
from their beds by she shook. The general
opinion prevailed that Rome had bsen
visited by an earthquake and that a gecond
shook might reduce the city to ruins.
Fivally, when something like order had
been restored the real cause of the explo-
mion beoame known, it was discovered that
the immense powder magazine at Pozzeno
ZPantaleo, four kilometers from Rome, had
exploded, and thas it had oaused enormonus
damege to the neighboring fort, which was
filled with soldiers. - The officer in com.
mand of the fort heard a rambling gound
previcus to the final explosion, and hastily
wordering the soldiers to leave $he fort, he
sucoeeded in averting a terrible disaster.
As it was several peasanta ,who were in the
vicinisy of the soene of the explogion were
killed outright and & number of others
were more or less injared.

VIBITING THE SCENE

As this despatoh is sent, King Humbert
and his military gtaff, accompanied by
Premier Rudini and by all she members
of the Italian Oabinet, have lefs the city
Tor the scene of the disaster. Around the
ruins of the powder magazine a cordon of
troops has been drawn to keep back the
wrowds of people, who, now that the cause
of the explosion ie known, have flocked
%o Pozzanno Pantaleo, eager to see she
powder-blackened ruing. The troo 8, how-
sver, have instructions not to allow any
oivilians 10 pass shrough until the official
investigation now being made into the

All tho bouses within a radius of a kilo.
meter have besn damaged. Three soldiers
were dangerously wounded and folly 20
viviliane have been taken %o the differens
hospitals, suffering from wounds or bruises
oaused by the explosion. King Humbert,
who was heartily cheered, whenever his
Pproeeence became known to the populace
and soldiery, used his own onrriage o
oonvey the wonnded people to she hospitals,

The races, inclading she Italian Derby,
which were $0 huve been run $his afternoon,
bave been possponed on sccount of the
explosion.

SHOOK THE VATICAN,

The shock which caused Rome $0 srem.
ble did not spare the Vatioan. That ven-
srated place shook with the rest of the
buildings when the force of she explosion
wa3 fels, and several of the famous histori.
oal siained-glass windows of the old buaild-
ings were shattered. The windows in the
ancient Raphael chambers and the stained
glass in the royal staircase presented to
Pope Pivs IX. by she King of Bavaria,
were also gerionsly injured.

The full amount of the damage is not
known at present and posgibly may never
be known, bus ail accounts sgree that the
Joss is severe, the iuteriors of many old
palaces and churches having suffered to a
greater or lesser extens. The exacs nam.
ber of killed and wounded is also unknown
at present.

Another repors says five people have been
killed in addistion so the large number of
wounded siready mentioned, and that 40
mmall houses have been reduced to heaps
of ruins by the shock following the c¢xplo.
sion. It has besn mscertained thas the
magazine contained 250 tons of powder.
The military authorities will endeavor to
asoersain how the explosion oocurred, bus
a8 present the cause of the disaster is a

Mrs. Dow by this time waked up, and on
rising from her pillow received a heavy
blow on her breast. The fellow then
became alarmed at the noise he had made,
and rushed out of tho house to she barn,
whioh he fired and had ablaze in a fow
minutes. On seeing the fire the inmates
of the house rushed ont, and had just time
%o get the live stock out of the burning
building, The loss is put by some at
$1,700. " Bteeley was arrested by Constable
Farrow, of Mitchell, and taken befors
Magistrate Fiagg, wio committed him to
the counsy jail to await hig trial.

Is is well known that gince Congress
passed such & stringrn anti-lottery law
she parent company, the Louigsiara Lottery
Company, has estabiished in Oanada and
Mexico branch offic's for the parpoee of
evading the laws, and that siokets bave
been presented at the Custom houses
along the Mexican border and admitted
without question. To.day Asgistant
Becretary Spalding made a ruling which,
if nos _entirely preveusing the admission
of tickets, will at lcast cost their pur-
chasers nearly double and at the same
time maserially inorease the Government's
revenues. He has dccided that shere ig no
law to prevent lostery tickets from being
admitted as printed matter, bas he
inssruots the Customs officers to mssees
duty upon them at the rate of 25 per oent.

THE BODIES FOUND HORRIBLY MUTILATED.

A Kanses City, Mo., despateh reeeived to-day
says: - The police last night received from
Arehie, Mo., the details of a horrible crime, the
murder by E. P. B.:gar of his wife and two
children. Tuesday night he bought a ticket and
left for Kansas Oity on & Missouri Pacifie train.
His absence Wednesdsy and Thursday cauged
suspicion and the eity marshai broke into his
house to make an imvestigation. When he burst
open the door he wi‘nessed a terrible sight. In
the middle of the 8itting room floor lay the body
of a young child, a buy, with its head crushed
into " a shsgelass mass and through
the open edrrom door was seen
the ead bodies of Mrs. Boper
and another child. Mrs, Boper's head and face
were chopped nearly to pieces, and the head of
the ehild was eplis in twain. xe standin,
in the cor: er of the room, the blade covere
with biood and matted hair, told the method of
murder. A letter on the tab e in the sitting-
room was addreesed to the authoritics or who-
e€ver may find these bodies, present. In the
letter occurred this Ppaesage : “ It was best for
me thus to act rather than desert them. I have
slain them. What could they have done for a
livin They would have lived miserably."”

Tbis‘it‘tter was signed by the husband of the

murdered woman and the father of the chil-
dren. Boper was a butc her. Although poor, he
was reparded favorably by the community. No
motive for the crime beyond that hinted atin
the letter has been discovered.

TWO GIRLS DROWNED,

Their Kscorts Fight for Life Lines Leaving
Them to Perish,

A Bt. Jobn, N. B., despatoh says: At
low tide the water in 8. John harbor runs
out like a mill-race, and jues at Reed's
Poins pier, where the steamer Dominion
lies, are the awiftest eddies. A boat load
of men and girls upsst at this place this
morning sbout 3 o'clock, and two were
drowned, the others bsing rescued with
great difficulty. The young people had
been attending a dance at Carleton. The
gunwele of the bost struck the bow of the
steamer, and in a moment oapsized. Lines
were thrown from the stuamer, and the
most terrible confusion ensued. The men
fought amongst themselves for ropes, and
while the girls, seated in the stern, were
shrieking for Lelp, a conple of thoss stal-
wart cowards fastened lines $o themselves
and were hoisted up. Two of the girls,
Eshel Allen and Nellie MoAllister were
drowned. It was fifteen minutes before
the others were rescued, and some of them
were badly bruiged.

Three Gallows Scenes.

A Woman Murdered in a New York
Hotel—Horrible Mutilation.

PROMPT ARREST OF SUSPEOTS.

A New York despatch says : About 10.45
o'clock lass night » man and woman en.
tered the Easé River Hotel, a third-rate
house at Catharine sirees slip and Walter
street. The man's entry in the register
book reads, ** Kniokloi and wife.” The man
was a efraoger, while the woman was a
dissolute oharmcier who frequented the
neighborhood. They were assigned to a
room on the top floor. This morning the
servant endeavored o _awaken the couple,
but did not susceed. The door of the room
was foroed, and on the bed was found the
woman dead and disembowelled. The
man had dissppeared. The murderer was
& man about 32 years old and shabbily
dresscd. It is believed he is Jack-the.
Ripper. The woman was cus in pieces in
the same manner ae the Whitechapel vio.
tims. Bhe was lying naked on the bed.
The sheet and her underclothing, which
were of poor quality sand dirty, were tied
tightly around she throat and head, and
the sbdomen wae cus and elashed in a hor.
rikle manner by a dull, broken table knife,
which lay on ine floor not far from the
bed. The viscera bad been ous, and from
8ppearances a part was miesing. The
woman had evidensly been strangled.

A BAD LOCALITY,

Among the detectives at work on the
oase is Detective MoCloekey, who was in
London at the time Jack-the-Ripper's
crimes were committed there. The house
where the murder was committed bears a
bad repgtation. James Jennings, the pro-
prietor, 1s said to be s leadcr in an uptown
church. Hie wife iz a rcfined woman, The
people in the neighborhood are intensely
exoited over the murder.

The police are 10.night straining every
nerve to apprehend tbhe murderer. The
down fown  lodging-houses are being
sooured to find whether any strange visitor
bad taken a room subecqaent to the butch-
ery. They sre very reticent about sheir
discoveries, if they have made any. The
woman has been identified ag an all-night
rounder of meny years’ stsnding in the
distrios of the cisy which is similar $o the
Whitechapel dissrict of London.

SHE WAS A HANDSOME WOMAN,

with etriking features of a Roman oast,
and a form of remarkable symmetry for a
women of her age. There were even traces
of refinement vicible beneash the marks
lefs by a life of dissipation. The place in
which the woman ended her life is known
by the old revidents of the Fourth Ward as
the * House of ali Drinks,” from she big
sign of the many kinds of vile beverages
that are on draught shere.

Mra, Harrington
sggerted that vhis man was an acquaintance
of the dead woman, whose ramo she said
was Carrie Brown, 60 yesrs old. Carrie
formerly lived out at domestio service, but
gave herself up to riotovs living. The
police would impart no informasion oon-
cerning the man, noc would they give his
right name.

It is claimed “Frenchy” was scen with
the Brown woman on Thureday night at
about eleven o'clock. This he strenuously
denied.

MILLIONS DESTROYED,

Peru Swept by Floods Which Cause Great
Loss of 1.ife and Froperty.

A Panams despatch says : Reporis from
Peru tell of eissstrous rminstorms and
floods. Between March 19 and 22 eleven
rainstorme swept over Lambayeque. The
river of the same name increased to enor-
mous proportions, and flooded the country
for nearly thirty miles. Many villages were

were lost.

The Ceohen and Casma rivers rose and
did enormous damage to Onsmsa, which wag
deserted by she inbsbitants, who oarried
all the goods they couid to the hills, The
town of Tupe was washed down. The
flood opened a channpel through the ceme-
tery, and sll the remains were washed
awsy. All the large plantations in the
Ohimbote valley, in which some of the
finest oane fislds in the world were to be
seen, have suffered grestly. At Eten five
peraons were killed by a fallicg wall. Over
100 houses were destroyed. Many of the
people are living in eheds and tents, The
damage is over two million doliars.

ENGEAND AND PORTUGAL,

Salisbury’s Statement to the Lords—The -
Sitaation in Lisbon Grave,

A London cable says : Lord Balisbury, .
in the House of Lords to-day, in answer $0
an interpellation regarding the action of
the Portuguese muthorities in interfering
with Bir John Willoughby's expedition on
the Portuguese river, said the members of
the English expedition had been treated
in am not istent with the
engagements of the Portuguese Govern-
ment. Lord Balistury added that the
demeanor of the Portuguess officials in
Afrioa corresponded go little with the
assurances given by the Lisbon Govern.
men$ that it had been decided to send
$hree British warships to the mouth of the
Pungwe river. (Cries of ‘* Hear, hear.”

Lord Balisbury ssid the men-of-war
sent 0 the Pungwe river would not be
large, but they would be sufficient for ?ha
purpose, the Portuguese Minister having
intimated that his Government had
ordered the removal of the obstacles $o
free passage into the interior of the river.
Lord Balisbury proposed that Great
Britain appoint a oonsul to see that
the modus vivendi was observed, and said
that the Government would send s naval
officer to aoé in that capacity. Hear,
hear.)

Despatches from Lisbon represent that
the situation there is very grave, A popu-
Iar clamor is sgain aricing for war with
England, and the Governmens may hasten
a revolution by opposing the mggressive
sentiment. French emicsaries are st work
inoiting the people againes both royalty and
England, and it is even agserted that .he
French Government locke with approval
on the agitation, and is anxions to res the
present King driven from his throne.
Bince the Beira incident the excitement
has been redoubled, and the general voice
is ngainet any concession to England. I
ig reported that the loyslty of the fleet is
suepeoted, and that the King and _hin
Ministry are only deterred from making
important changes in naval commands by
fear of causing an immediate insurrection.
All gigos indioste thas the revolution which
was warded off last October wae only
postponed, and shat King Charles may be
driven from his throne, to be ressored by
the guna of the Euglich flees.
