Paul's Ptesbyterian
church, Montreal, Major, theeRev-
Bruce Taylor, D. D., preached a nota-
ble sermon oo conditjons in the city
from Neh, 2:17—'Ye see the distress
we are in, how Jerusalem lieth waste,
+ + ¥Come let us build up the walls
that we be no more a reproach.’
The sermon, which is pablished in
that prince of papers, the Montreal
Witoess, shows up some of the re.
proachtul things in the Canadian me-
tropolis, Here are samples of the con-
ditions charged: —
‘In civic matters things are nearing
a crisis; the conditions permitted in
the city are altogether vile; the city is
bankrupt; ruffianism e rampant; crime
gues uopunished; vice flourishes un-
checked; . . . the police court system
invites the miscarriage of justice. , .
A state of things exist nnder which
the efficient are driven oat and the
bungiers and mere tools remain,’

2, The extension of some existing
orgavization or the creation ol avoth-
er organization not definitely related
to the churches, which shall see to it
that offenders against the law are pro-
wecuted right up to the very end, that
the wide open door of escape, in legal
procedure, be closed, and that punish
ment follow tast upon the crime.’
