THE SCHOOLS AND DIPHTHEBLA.
We have all along maintained 

that the spread of diphtheria cannot 
be checked hy the closing of the 
schools, hut rather he reverse, and 
holding this opinion called in ques­
tion the action of the Trustees at 
Chatham, in closing the schools on 
account of diphtheria. This drew 
forth a sneer from the Advance man­
ager, who endorsed the action of the 
Trustees without taking time to con­
sider what the result might be. We 
did not expect that the Trustees 
would “ resign” in a body (as sneer- 
ingly suggested by the Advance) on 
reading oar remarks, for we look up­
on them as men, reasonable men, 
who are open to conviction if a 
journalist can show that the course 

" pursued has not been the best in 
view of the circumstances. In chal­
lenging their action we cT?9 so in the 
best interests of the people of Chat­
ham, and it ill becomes the Advance, 
simply for personal reasons, to array 
itself against this paper when—in 
the interests of the public, and in 
order to render assistance in com­
bating a terrible disease which has 
brought mourning to many homes in 
this section of the Province—we op 
posed the closing of the public 
schools, believing that such a step 
would have an effect contrary to that 
intended. This opinion, we find, is 
endorsed by the highest medical au­
thority, as will be seen by the fol 
lowing, taken from Saturday’s Tele 
graph, to which we call the attention 
of the person who can afford to waste 
valuable time inisneering when lives 
are in danger.

Schools and Diphtheria.

We frequently hear of schools in the 
country being closed when diphtheria 
appears in the community. The best 
medical experience does not approve of 
this course. It is recommended, in­
stead, that special and prompt means be 
taken to see that no person attends the 
school Irom a household affected with 
the disease. Trustees and teacher can 
render great service by co-operating 
heartly in thus protecting the school 
from exposure. The provisions of Reg. 
26, of the Board of Education, require 
that “ no person shall be admitted to or 
continue in any school as a pupil, if he 
is afflicted with, or has been exposed to, 
any contagious disease, until all danger 
of contagion from such pupil, or from 
the disease or exposure, shall have pass­
ed away, as certified in writing by a 
medical man.”

Where the school is closed by the 
trustees, experience has shown that the 
unrestrained freedom oT the children is 
a fruitful means of spreading the dis­
ease. We observed that, during the 
recent severe visitation of diphtheria at 
Waverly, N. S., the physicians counsel­
led the trustees not to close the schoool, 
but to use their authority in promptly 
removing from it any pupils in attend­
ance from households where the disease 
might appear. This is the .course taken 
in all our cities and towns, and school 
trustees in country districts should in­
telligently apply the best experience in 
protecting the children.

Christmas Decorations.
St. George’s Church (Episcopal) Batb-

The decorations-of St. George’s were 
this year on a much larger scale, as hlso 
much prettier than for many seasons 
past. Immediately over the Altar, on a 
pale drab back ground, in gold letters, 
was thé Text—” The Lord remember all 
thine offerings,"—surmounted by a Greek 
Cross in gold on crimson. In the large 
space over the South window were the 
Texts—“ Jesus the Author and Finisher 
of our Faith,” and “ Jesus "Christ the 
same yesterday, to-day and forever,”— 
the former in gold letters on crimson 
and the latter in red and blue letters, on 
drab. A wreath of evergreen festooned 
near the ceiling and connecting with the 
windows formed a border to the whole. 
Over the South windows were emblems 
in gold on crimson, with evergreen bor­
dera. On the walls between the windows 
were the Texts—“ Prince of Peace,” 

* Christ the bright and Morning Star" 
and “ Son of the Highest” in gold letters 
on red background, The front of the 
gallery bore the Text—" Offer unto the 
Lord Thanksgiving,” in gold on red, and 
.vas wreathed in evergreen as were 4lso 
,he pnlpiit, font, reading desk and win­
dows.

1 The whole presented a very pretty ap­
pearance if such can be said of the old 
structure in which the Episcopal congre­
gation of Bathurst are still content to 
worship. The hope is again expressed 
that this may be the last Christmas sea­
son we will record its decorations. Let 
the congregation arouse themselves from 
the lethargy into which they have fallen 
in this important matter, and so exert 
themselves as to have their new building, 
which is indeed a model of architecture, 
ready for worship early in the coming 
Summer. A rumor says the building 
committee are about to enter into a con­
tract with Mr. Felix St. Coepr for the 
completion of the interior at once. It is 
to be hoped such is the case. In justice 
let it be said the ladies of the congrega­
tion have doue more than their share, 
and it noW remains for the gentlemen to 
be up and doing.—Com.

body of the church is strikingly effective. 
It is divided into three -panels, each 
division tapering up to a point,—the two 
side divisions being of white with a 
double triangle in the middle of dark 
blue,—the middle one being of red, with 
an exquisitely shaped Cross of white in 
the centre. The whole Reredos is sur­
rounded and divisioned off by fine hem­
lock and. cedar trimming. The triangles 
formed at the top have golden stars upon 
blue and white foundations. On each 
Side of the Reredos in white lettering on 
a red ground, with an evergreen border­
ing, is the Text—“ Good will towards 
men." Over the east window is a heavy 
wreath, and the Candle-Standards, and 
other flirniture of the Chancel are all ap­
propriately decorated with cedar and 
hemlock trimming.

The Chancel screen is appropriately 
trimmed, the different columns being 
wreathed spirally in green. Running the 
length of the screen on the top is the 
Text in gold lettering on a red ground 
“ Emmanuel, God with us"—immediate 
ly below which, separated only by a 
wreath of green, is an illuminated Text 
“ Unto us a Son is given." Suspended 
from the Chancel arch is a heavy wreath 
festooned off to the sides of the Church, 
and around the arch is the Text in green 
lettering on a white ground, with a bor 
dering of green—“ The Word was made 
Flesh—And dwelt among us.” All the 
windows in the body of the church are 
wreathed in green, and around the whole 
church in six divisiens in letters of white 
on a red ground, with a bordering of 
green, is the Text—“ His Name shall be 
called — Wonderful — Counsellor — The 
Mighty God—The Everlasting Father— 
The Prince of Peace.” On the west 
Wall, in two divisions, is the Text— 
‘•'Glad tidings—Of great Joy,” the let­
ters being of red on a white ground, 
while tjelow the west window is the illu­
minated Text—“ Glory to God in the 
Highest.” In front of the Organ, on a 
white ground with red lettering, is the 
Text ‘1 Glory be to God. ” Heavy wreaths 
are suspended from the principal rafters 
and festooned to the sides of the church, 
and finished off at thwcorbels with circles 
of green. Various double triangles are 
tastefully placed at intervals throughout 
the church.

The most conspicuous object on enter­
ing the church is the Font, upon which 
unusual pains have been expended. It 
is surmounted by a cover conical in 
form, résting on a foundation shaped to 
fit the Font in eight divisions, each of 
these panels having back ground of red 
with some sacred emblem in the centre 
in silver. The whole is crowned with a 
beautiful Cross, covered with silver 
paper, and wreathed with a slight wreath 
of green. This has a very fine effect 
when the church is lighted up.

Four services were held in the church 
on Christmas Day—the first at 8 consist­
ing of a celebration of the Holy Com­
munion, the second at 11 a. m., at which 
there was a second celebration, the third 
at, 3 p. m., consisting of carol singing 
by the Sunday School children, and the 
Baptismal service, the fourth, at 6.30 p. 
m. The singing throughout the day was 
remarkably good, the Te Deum, by 
Stephens, wjiich the choir have been 
learning the past few weeks, being ren­
dered in a most effective and creditable 
manner.

We are sorry to hear of the death of 
Samuel Lapthom, Esq.," late Surveyor to 
Lloyds Register of British and Foreign 
Shipping, at the port of St. John and 
Chatham, in Glasgow on the 25th ult. 
It is • several years now since Mr. Lap- 
thorn left St. John-, for the old country, 
but many will remember him with esteem, 
as a most efficient officer, and with 
minghyl pleasure and respect as a most 
courteous and kindly gentleman. He 
was frem Devonshire and a good speci­
men of the sturdy but genial Englishman. 
Twenty years ago, he was located at 
Miramichi with his residence in Doug- 
lastown. No man was better known 
than he in Chatham and Newcastle, and 
along the North Shore, from Campbellton 
to Shediac. Great changes have occor- 
ed in Miramichi since then. A new gen­
eration has grown up. Ship-building is 
not so flourishing now as it was then. 
It is chiefly, however, in the social as­
pects of Chatham and Newcastlo, that 
the great changes have taken place. 
Twenty years ago. Confederation was 
undreamed of as a near possibility ; Nor­
thumberland was represented by the late 
George Kerr, Esq., a gentleman of th, 
old school, a sound, methodical lawyer, 
whose good character none dreamed of 
calling in question, by the late brilliant 
and erratic J. M. Johnson, who had 
a fatal facility in punning, and by Mr., 
now Judge, Ed ward Williston. The 
prominent curer ol souls and curer of 
bodies in Chatham, then were the Rev. 
Mr. Batog, and “old” Dr. Benson, the 
former, small, üeUcdî<3, dainty and 
learned ; the latter, big, gruff', caustic, 
yet good-humored, and both Englishmen 
boni. Mr. Allen, of Newcastle, was 
then living, a fine old oachelor of the old 
•school, whom everybody knew and every­
body liked Francis Winslow, Esq., 
was then Manager of the branch of the 
late Central Bank in Chatham, aqd fee is 
now Manager of the branch of the Bank 
of Montreal, in the same town, he is one 
of the few who have left the old times 
behind, and' remains almost unchanged, 
who, with maturer experience, Is as 
active as the youngest. The house of 
Richtyd Hutchison, Esq., in Douglas- 
town was, then, the centre of generous 
hospitably, the centre of the conser­
vatism of the country. One of the 
winter parties there, when issuing from 
the brilliant lighted rooms, the guests

took to their sleighs, and were caught 
in a whirling snow drift in the middle 
of the Miramichi, is. something to be 
remembered. In -Newcastle. Hon. 
Peter Mitchell’s house was the centre of 
Liberalism or “ Smasherdom,” and of 
much kindly festivity. Twenty years 
ago people looked back and spoke "with 
regret of the grand times in Miramichi, 
twenty years before when the houses of 
Rankin and Cunard maintained a rival­
ry and society was kept up, and hospi­
tality dispensed in higli and lavish style. 
Twenty years' after this, people will 
look back to the present time in the 
same tone of regret and invidious com­
parison.

Settling the Lands on the Head of 
the Restigouche.

A Prince Edward Islander’s Proposal.

. Andover, Dec. 9, 1881.
Sir,—Noticing, in a late issue of the 

St. John Telegraph, an editorial on the 
subject of settling the Crown Lands on 
the head of the Restigouche, I beg leave 
to say that should a Provincial Coloniza­
tion Association enter into this matter, 
I am so confident of the demand that 
will exist for these lands, that I am pre­
pared to build 40 miles or more of first 
class highway through this country at 
$1 per rod. and take my pay in bonds of 
the Company, payable out of the pro­
ceeds of the sale of the land and timber, 
such payment to be a charge thereon. 
So soon as good roads are made and the 
character of the soil in this country 
known, these lands will be sold readily 
to the people of the country. It is the 
general opinion that the lands might be 
made to settle themselves, so to speak, 
if only a number of patriotic men could be 
induced to give their honorary services 
to aid in the work of settling them, and 
save the country an outlay like that in­
curred in some other settlements. I am 
a Prince Edward Island man, well known 
there and here, and I am prepared to 
give all necessary security for the per­
formance of my contract. I am engaged 
in the plaster business on the Tobique.

THE STRIKE AGAINST RENTS 
London, Dec. 19.—The Dublin cor­

respondent of the Times says: “ The 
organization against the payment ot 
rents is becoming still more formid­
able. It is regarded as great a crime 
to go into ihe Land Court as to pay 
rent. Lists of persons who have been 
served with notices and of those sus­
pected of paying reins are posted at 
the chapels and at other places where 
they are likely to be seen, and al­
though the police tear them’ down 
they are soon posted up again.’’ 
Considerable dissatisfaction is felt 
among the Irish constabulary in Cork 
at the new movement of the Govern­
ment in rbcruitmg their force from 
the militia and soldiers whose terms 
of sei vice have expired. So strong is 
the feeling that the men will refuse 
duty with the new recruits, and a 
general strike is apprehended. Ow­
ing to the disturbed state of Ireland, 
Lords Donpughmore and Inchiqnin 
will quit their residences. It is stated 
that a prison especially disguised for 
females is in course ot preparation 
for the reception of members of the 
Ladies’ Land League, and that the 
arrest of several prominent members 
of the Dublin branch of that organi­
zation is expected. All the magistrates 
in Ireland have been invited to attend 
’■he meeting of Landlords next Thurs­
day, at which the Earl ot Desert will 
preside, to express dissatisfaction 
with the working ol the Land Act. 
All the type and machinery of the 
United Ireland bnve been forwarded 
to London, where th- paper is to be 
printed. The Commissioners under 
the Land Act have decided that a notice 
to fix rent, if served only upoh an 
agent’s clerk, will bo deemed suffi- 
cient service. This decision, against 
which no appeal will he allowed, is 
to govern 5,000 cases The special 
meeting of the Common Council of 
London, convened by the Lord Mayor 
tor the purpose of considering a vote 
of £1,000 tor the Irish Property De­
fence Association Fuud, was private. 
It is understood that the feeling of 
the Council is generally against the 
proposed grant. The committee for 
the consideration of the subject has 
adjeurned tine die. The Police seized 
on Saturday three casks of gunpowder 
and 1,500 pistols in Dublin. A des­
patch to the Standard from Limerick 
says that the police have seized t wo 
cases of revolvers at the railway de­
pot there. The anniversary of the 
shutting ot the gates of Derry was 
celebrated at Coleraine in a qnite 
manner. The Lord Lieutenant of 
Ireland has issued a circular to the 
Irish police, informing them that the 
proclamation declaring the Land 
League a criminal association, in­
cluded females, and directing them 
to take measures against any woman 
patticipating in any illegal proceed­
ings. The Lord Mayor of London 
has written to the provincial Mayors 
asking the assistance- in raising sub­
scriptions for the defence ol property 
in Ireland fund. A despatch^ the 
Times Irom Dublin says: “A mail 
car plying between New Pallas and 
Doon was stopped near Cappauiort 
by four armed men, who knocked 
i he driver from his seat and searched 
the letters. ’
