Huron and Ontario Ship Canal.

Toronto is very much agitated
about the Huron and Ontario Ship
QCanal, Itwas to be expected that
Toronto the metropolis ofselﬁshuuas
as well as of Ontario, would be.
spoke in favour of allowing the Pro«

vincial literary institutions in her'}

midst to remain in statu quo, but we
can by no means sympathise with her
in her half crazy effortsto become
one of the termini of a canal which
has been projected, but which will
never be cut. As we have not said
much on this subject previously we
might make a few explanations with
regard to this scheme for the benefit
of our readers.

 And first it is proposed to unite the’
Georgian Bay and Lake Ontario by
a canal capable of admitting the pas-
sage of vessels of 1,200 tons burden.

Tt is not denied that the labour and
difficulties that would attend such a
work would be something beyond or-
dinary experience in canal counstruc-
tion, but then enthusiasm for the
prosperity of the country in general,

and for that of Toronto in particular,

can move mountains out of the way
with astonishing facility and bury
them in the dcpths of the lake.

The opening of the Chnal would
afford a more direct means of transit
for produce from some of the western
ports, which now experience the dis-
advantage of a circuitous route, in
addition to two other obstacles—the
shallows of the St. Clair, and the nar-
rowness of the Welland Canal ,—in
sending their commodities down to
the Atlantic. It is calculated that
the new route would be shorter than

G

that which produce is now obliged to
follow by 400 miles, and that by it |
grain from some of American markets
would reach Liverpool sooner than it
at present reaches New York. Itis
agreed that it would tend to a rapid
development of the copper mines on
Lake Superior by providing means of
transit for their products, and that
the increased traffic would augment
almost ircalculably the prosperity of
Ontario. The picture is a pretty one,
but it has two sides.

The project owes its mccpnon to
Mr. Capreol, who paid a visit to Eng-

land (from which he returned in the
summer) for the purpose of procur-
ing the embarkation of moneyed men |
on the enterprise. He says he receiv-
ed a promise from English capitalists
that they would build the canal, if he
could only secure from the Ont.mo‘
Government a grant of 10,000 acres of
land along its banks. The pntire
length oftfm canal proper is, we b
lieve, estimated at sixty nulcq for a
though the distance between the tu-
mini is 100 miles advantage will lw‘
taken of the '\un‘mneagn river, which |
falls into the Georgian Bay, and of|
lake Simcoe.
