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NEPAUL.
Nepaul, in which a rebellion is said to

have taken place, is one of the most 1m-

portant and independent of the Igdmp

feudatory states. ~ The country, which is

some five hundred miles in length, by

from ninety to a hundred miles in width,

is one of the most mountainsus in the

world, as it includes a great part of the

Himalayan maiintaios, and its climate

and races are as varied as its altitudes.

The Ghoorkhas, it ruling snd military

race, have, both under the flag of their
native prince and that of England, proved
themselves to be one of the finest warrior
races in India, and as such they are fa—
mous. The principal interest which Eng-
lishmen feel in Nepaul, however, centres
about one man, Sir Jung Bahadur, G. C.
B, G.C. 8.1 This extraordinary man,
in 1846, by the merciless Kot massacre,
made himself the master of Nepaul, and
placed his puppet on the Rajal’s\ throne.
From that time he ruled it/as he|willed.
In 1850 he was induced to pay a Wsit to
London, where he was réceived as alion,
and he never forgot whdt he there saw of
the power of England. On his return he
at once began the/reconstruction of his
government upon & European basis, and
succeeded marvelously well in transform-
ing a government by the mere will of the
sovereign into a government by laws ad-
ministered at the will of the prime min-
ister. About the first of June, 1857, the
first information of the mutiny reached
the Nepaulese capital, and in twenty-six
days four thousand Gookhsa,were on their
way to the assistance of the British forces
and most invaluable were the services
they rendered. Some time afterward
Jung Bahadur himself led an army of
eight thousand men and twenty-four guns
to the assistance of his ally, and although
they arrived too late to assist in putting
down the rebellion, they helped to hunt
down the fugitives. Kor these services
Jong Bahadur received the honor of
knighthood and the Grand Cross of the
Bath. Nepaul was confirmed in her in-
dependence, strengthened by presents of
military stores and an accretion of terri-
tory, and her premier ruler attained the
first place among Indian princes in the
estimation of Englishmen. In 1877 he
died and was succeeded by his ULrother,
Sir Ranadip Bahadur Singh, who had to
cope with an attempt at revolt, almost at
his acoession to office. The army of Ne-
paul consists of some sixteen thousand
men, and is entirely made up of Ghoor-
has. No revolution that did not carry
with it a part, at least, of this force would
have any chance of success. The Ghoork-
has have been hitherto as notéd for their
faithfulnesss as for their bravery. Should
this revolt be found to include the army,
and should it be anti-British in its char-
acter, the new power might prove a very
serious enemy.

SPAIN.

1f, as the Telegram says, the danger of
s rising against Queen Mercedes of Spain
and her mother, the queen regent, will
disappear if the pope supports the exist-
ing authority, we are inclined to think the
danger small indeed. Don Carlos takes
the position that he wiil support the
regency, but that when it breaks down he
will take the field against the revolution.
On the other hand, no one has better
reason to support the regency than the
liberals, for under no circumstances counld
Spain better enjoy the advantages of self-
government under the necessary forms of
monarchy. Everyone's good sense seems
to be on the side of Queen Christina, her
own not the least, for she gives ministers
to understand that she wishes to rule in
the love and chivalry of her people, and
not by repression. With all these favor-
able circumstances, added to wise minis-
ters, one would think the promise of the
fature a bright one, but, unfortunately for
Spain, no one can ever tell what the
morrow is even likely to bring forth. The
revolutionary element is always boiling
there, like the fires at the bottom of a
volcano, or like & hot spring which needs
only a pebble thrown in to make it break
out in eraption.

THE GOVERNNENTS DEFLNCE.

‘Those who followed the course of events
in the late Northwest rebellion, with
minds divested of any prejudice, who are
aware of the many lives that were lost in
battle, the perpetration of & number of
cold-blooded murders, the unquestionable
efforts of Riel to foster and sustain the
ill-feeling between the Indians and the
government, from personal pecuniary mo-
tives under the cloak of a native patriot-
ism, came to the irresistible conclusionthat
he richly merited the fate that overtook
him. But party, religious and national
feeling runs high in the east, and the
cause of the Indians and half-breeds was
made a political question, and, however
unworthily, the agitation became of such
importance that the minister of justice,
at the request of the privy council, has
issued a memorandum respecting the
chief points bearing on the case of the
Queen against Riel. This has been done
ohiefly because it is recognized that the
appeals to the animosities of race which
have been made with momentary success
are likely to be continued to the detri-
ment of the general welfare of the coun-
try, and it is, therefore, with the idea of
giving the fullest publicity to the grounds
for his conviction and punishment for
high treason that this course has been
taken. First, as to the legality of the
tribunal (in that the jury was composed
of six persons only and that a grand 1jury
was not empanelled), the mode of trial has
been sanctioned by the highest court inthe
empire. The zeal and sbility of prison-
er's counsel were generally admitted; but
even they, finding the evidence of guilt
both upon written documents signed by
the prisoner, and otherwise, so conclusive,
did not attempt to disputeit, but fell back
upon the contention that the prisoner was
insane and therefore not responsible for
his actions.

i#If, up to the eve of the resort to aems,
his senity was open to question, it is un-
accointable that no one, either among his
followers or his opponents, should have
called public attention toit.  If the gov-
ernment had then attempted to place him
under restraint as a lunatic, it is believed
that no one would have been found to
justify their action, and that those who
now assert him to have been irresponaible
would have been loud and well warranted
in their protest,”

Then, again, it has been urged that the
prisoner’s crime was a political one, in-
spired by political motives alone; that a
rebellion prompted only for the redress of
alleged political grievances differs widely
from an ordinary crime, and that its lead-
er, however erroneous his views, is en-
titled, at Jeast, to be regarded as unselfish
and. in his own view, patriotic.

#/This ground has been most earnestly
considered, but the government has been
unable to recognize in the prisoner a poli-
tieal offender only, or to see that upon the
evidenoe there can bs any doubt that his
motives were mainly selfish. On the con
trary, it seems plain that he wes willing
at any moment, for the sake of gain, to
desert his deluded followers, and to aban
don his efforts for the redress of their
slleged grievances if, under cover of them,
he could have obtained satisfaction for his
own personal money demands.”

In regard to the above it was distinctly

roven in evidence that Riel claimed from
the federal government, & little previous
to the uprising, 88 a condition of leaving
the country, the sum of $100,000, and
when told that theclaim was exorbitant,
reduced it to §35,000, and in answer to &n
objection as to the eclaims of the half-
“breeds, said: “‘If I am satisfied they
will be.”

But if an upselfish deaire ocould be
credited to the prisoner to redress political
exrongs even by armed rebellion, it would
atiieast have been necessary to disprove
4he chaege which lay against him, that in
this own migd the claims of humanity had
no place, but that he was prepared to
earry out his designs by bringing upon aa
unoffending people all the horrors of an
Indian uprising, with the outrages and
Btrocities ghich, a8 be knew tull well,

must inevitably accompany it. That this
cannot be disproved, but that it 1s beyond
all dispute true, the evidence makes
plain.

Whether rebellion also should be pun-
ished with death is a question upon which
opinions may differ. Treason will prob-
ably ever remain what it always has been
among civilized nations, the highest of al
crimes; but each conviction for that of-
fence must be treated and disposed of by
the executive government upon It& own
merits, and with a full consideration of all
the attendant circumstances. In this par-
ticular instance, it was & second offence
and, as on the first occasion, nccomgamed
by bloodshed under the direct and Mnme-
diate order of the prisoner, and by the
atrocity of attempting to incite un'Indmn
warfars, the possible results of which the
prisoner could and did thoroughly appre-
ciate. In deciding upon the application
for the commutation of the sentence pass-
ed upon the prisoner the government
were obliged to keep in view the need of
exemplary and deterrent punishment for
crime committed in a country situated in
regard to settlement and population as are
the Northwest Territories; the isolation
and defenceless position of the settlers al-
ready there; the horrors to which they
would be exposed in the event of an In-
dian outbreak; the effect upon intending
settlers of any weakness in the adminis-
tration of the law; and the consequences
which must follow in such a country if it
came to be believed that such crimes as
Riel's could be committed, without in-
curring the extreme penalty of the law,by
any one who was either subject to delu-
sions, or could lead people to believe that
he was 8o subject.

To sum up, Riel was brought to trial by
a court whose jurisdiction was fully con«
firmed; the trial had therein was a fair one,
and in that trial it was elicited that he was
the recognized and active leader of the re-
bellion, that he led others and was not him-
self led, being a man of inordinate vanity,
excitable, irritable and impatient of con-
tradiction; that he, in the pursuit of pex-
sonal ends under the guise of a patriot en-
deavoring to redress his nation’s wréngs,
waged war in the Queen’s dominions
against her crown and dignity; that he was
not insane when he did so, and that he was
consequently guilty of high treason. Has
was accordingly sentenced to death,
the fact of this being his second offence #
the same nature, and his order of inteli-
gence being such as to have made him pr-
fectly cognizant of the disastrous effatd
that must ensue from his action, he suffered
the full extent of the law. The federal
government at the commencement of the
uprising were blamed by factious oppo-
nents as being responsible for it; they wers
the subject of abuse from the same sources
when conviction and sentence were an-
nounced, and from that date until ite exe-
cution were made the but of threats from
their supporters and opponents ocondition-
ally upon their interference or non-
interference with the course of the
law. Their attitude in the premises
is now a matter of history, and is one
which will not only receive the concurrence
of those who may choose to ponder the
subject in the future, but will stand the
crucial test of the next Dominion election.

Mr, Editor, we have a Chinaman in our
village, but he is not to be compared with
those white people, because his position is
different from any other Chinaman.

Our big John Chinaman is situated in a
higher position and receives a bishop's
salary, and he is & ““peculiar’’ man, for he
is brave and a coward, he is first-class for
gelf defer.ce with a Wincheater rifle when
no one wishes to do him any harm, but
when one of his own adherents accident-
ally threw a stone through his window he
swears befors the commission that a bul-
let from a gun nearly hit him, and swears
he saw the men who fired it at him within
the distanoe of thirty or forty yards. Jo
cross question by the atterney general at
the commission court, he said that this
bullet had only gone through one pane of
glass and it dropped on the floor. Now,
you see the peculiarity in him and the
ballet.

When the commissioners knew this
they recommended the government to
take off two acres of our village site to be
government land, and patted him on the
back to remain on it and carry on his
business among us.

Sir, I think it far better and cheaper
for the government and those who sided
with thi® Chinaman as ‘‘Apropos,” and
others who take an interest in his busi-
nesa to set apart two acres of land, no
matter who the owner is, right in the
centre of Victoria city,and let the business
be carried on only half the time he has
carried it on among us. I say this be-
cause it will save much time and expense
to the government, for they will not have
to send up a ship of war here every win-
ter it will be a matter of a few minutes
work to telephone from Victoria to Bsqui-
malt then you will have in Victoria har-
bor a gunboat, and this will take up all
your time and some of your principal and
working men will be summoned to leave
their lawful voecation under John China-
man's false sccusation, for every time
when his case is tried it is found to be
false.

Victoria is the place for such a person
for he is first-olass for lawsuits, It will
Xeep all the lawyers busy to try and up-
set the city council’s work, for every
winter ever headman will be imprisoned
if anybody transgresses the rule of the
said council, then in this way your roads
and other city improvements will ‘‘stick—
in-the-mud” as he has done with us, for
where he is there are no village rules and
regulations.

He is also a wonderful trader to civilize
and christianize Indians with cheap goods.
I think if he is set up in Victoria city he
will civilize and christianize the wholesale
merchants there, for he sells gooda here
under wholesale prices. Beats all other
Ghinese wholesale prices for rice. Our

cheap john sells at $1.50 per mat. He car-
l ries on his business for this one point—‘‘to
meke one proselyte.”” White people can
do without Chinese, sir, and we can get
along without & Chinaman.

For nineteen years our commupity was
in peace and quietness, and the village in-
dustries were improving without a China-
man’s sid. But pow we are in trouble,
the improvement of our village is hinder-
ed, and our money goes from us to China
apd to return no more. This was never
done before, for the profits of our moasy
were spent i the improvement of our
village.

All other towns wantimproving and no
hindrsnce, therefore we will join the cry
—the Chiness must go!

tinued contact with barbed wire fenc-
ing, looking as if it had been combed
to-death with a spiked currycomb. It
was the shock to his nervous system
combined with the exposure to the
chilly night air that killed him.

It was a olear case of suicide,
brapght out while in & fit of insanity.

ut half past 9 the unfortunate man
was seen wandering around the five-
acire enclosure belonging to the Sisters
of Loretto, but as he had bhis clothes
on he was not overhauled, though the
party did stop for a few moments and
watch him.

Shortly thereafter Kaufmann care-
fully stripped himself in the bright
moonlight as indicated and began
crawling through the heavily barbed
wire fence of the five-acre enclosure.
Below that was a three.acre lot, also
fenced in with barbed wire, and the
poor fellow began & crawling tour in
and out of the barbs of both lines of
fence. The terrible points were close
together, for the fence bad four lines
of wire, and us he crawled through and
through the cruel barbs tore and lacer-
ated him, but still he kept on, leaving
pieces of flesh and skin behind. At the
last point of exit he must have be-
come much exhausted, for the ground
looked as though he had laid there in
his blood & long time] before he could
rally for a further move, and, in fact,
the ground all along his erratic trail
showed plainly every direction he had
taken. Thence Kaufmann wandered in
the penetrating chill of the night air
in concentric circles till nature could
stand it no longer, and he lay down
and died. i

That he was insane is beyond doubt.
He had fits of aberration, which in-
creased in the last four years, manifest-
ing themselves principally in seasons
of abstraction, from which at times it
was difficult to rouse him.

THE GERMAN EMPIRE.

An Exciting Scene in the Reich-
stag--New Treaties.

BerrixN, Dec. 1.—The German-Rus-
sian extradition treaty is threatened
with energetic opposition in the Reich-
stag. Prince Bismarck has concluded a
treaty betwsen Prussia and Russia and
has arranged another between Bavaria
and Russia and other treaties between
other States of Germany and Russia,
these separate ties covering the whole
federation. The Saxon Government,
acting under the influence of Bismarck,
are about to proclaim the permanence
of a minor state of siege throughout
Saxony. It is expected that other gov-
ernments will adopt a similar course.

There was a sensational scene in the
Reichstag to-day when the President
read the Emperor’s message, which was
countersigned by Prince Bismarck.
After Bismarck’s speech, which created
still greater surprise, Dr. Windhorst,
who was greatly excited and hardly
able to speak, moved to discuss bis in-
terpellation. The motion was carried,
the whole House, with the exception
of the Conservatives, voting in its fa-
vor. Thereupon Prince Bismarck, fol-
lowed by all the members of the Bun-
dearath, left the House. Dr. Wind-
horst then moved to withdraw the in-
terpellation, in order to counsider the
Emperor’s message. The Progression-
ists, led by Herr Richter, wanting an
immediate discussion of the message,
challenged a division on Windhorst’s
motion, which was carried.

In the discussion of the budget,
when the item of Bismarck’s salary
was reached, Dr. Windhorst renewed
his question regarding the expulsion of
of the Poles, Prince Bismarck, who re-
entered the chamber while he was
speaking, refused-to discuss the matter,
The salary item was then voted.

Since his father's death he
sucoeeded in securing almost the entire
ownership of the New York Central rail-
way, the Michigan Oentral and the Oan-
ada Southern, as well as other transport—
ation systems both by land and water. In
this particalar line of wealth no man that
ever lived during a lifetime succeeded in
accumulating so colossal a fortune as did
the late president of the New York Cen-
tral railway, which is variously estimated
at between $250,000,000 and $300,000,-

The Report of the Minister of
Justice--Why Sentence was
Carried Out. .

No Doubt as to His Sanity or as
to the Constitutionality of the
Trial.

OrTawA, Dec. 3.—The report of Sir
Alexander Campbell, Minister of Jus-
tice, regarding the Riel case sets out
the ground upon which the advisers of
the executive arrived at the conclusion
that no reason existed for interference
on their part with the operation of the
Jaw under which Riel had been tried,
found guilty, and sentenced to death.
These may be summed up in a few
words.

Amwmple time was granted him for the
preparation of his defence and after
the case had been ealled the Crown
agreed to grant him a week longer, and
to pay the expenses of procuring medi-
cal and other witnesses whose testi-
mony his counsel desired to put in.

Her quar-
ter-deck house and bulwarks were all
gone and the hull waterlogged, with a
list to port and the deck level with the
water, At-3 a.m. the boat came back
with six of the crew, and reported it to
be the British ship Albula of 8t. John,
N. B., Captain Passmore, aeventy days
from Burrard’s Inlet, B. C., for 8hanghai,
loaded with lamber. The boat made a
seeond tiip and brought back Oaptain
Passmore and four others, the remainder
of the crew having been lost.

They were in a starving condition, hav-
ing had nothing to eat for eleven days but
a few little birds and fish which they
managed to catch about the wreck. The
captain reports that they were thrown on
their beam ends on October 15th ina
severe typhoon from the southeast. The
ship at the time hove to under bare poles.
They were about to cut away the masts
at the time she went over. The deckload
had previously got adrift and listed the

It was a
beautiful moonlight night, without a
cloud, but within the watch their prayers
were answered. A squall came up, and it
rained for an hour as hard as he ever saw
it, they drank sufficient and also made
soup out of some of it with some slush
whioh they found.
