Senator 
Hoar is also accompanied by his wife, 
while attending upon the party are 
Charles B. Reade, of Maine, deputy 
sergeant-at-arms of the Senate ; A.
Johns, of Washington, stenographer ; J.
W. Merriam, of South Frauningham,
Mass., and E. VV. Dougherty, of Mar­
blehead, and Nelson Parker, of Wash­
ington, special messengers.

Senator Dolph was interviewed last 
evening by a Colonist representative.
The visiting senators, he explained, be­
longed to a special committee of the 
United States Senate, appointed to ex­
amine into any question respecting the 
relations between the United States and 
Canada, geographically, commercially 
and politically, and to report to the 
senate. The Behring sea question comes 
within the scope of their enquiry, as its 
object is to secure all information pos 
sible upon which to base future inter­
national legislation.

It is an 
uipleasant necessity, but there can be 

.10 doubt that it is a necessity. Great 
Britain has never recognized the United 
States’ claim to exclusive jurisdiction 
over the waters of Behring’s sea. It is 
not a closed sea, and British statesmen 
refuse to regard it as such. It follows 
that it is the duty of the British Gov­
ernment to protect ships sailing under 
the British flag in Behring’s sea as they 
do in every other sea which is part of 
the great highway of nations. :«

We are not a little surprised that the 
United States Government should force 
the British Government to pursue such 
a course. American publicists know 
that the claim of the United States to 
jurisdiction over that part of the Pacific 
Ocean cannot be sustained by am appeal 
to the law of mations. It has not al­
lowed the question to be tested in its 
own Supreme Court. There can be no 
doubt that if the question were submitted 
to that court, it would decide against the 
claim.

The barque Emerald, belonging to 
the Puget Mill Company, was destroyed 
by fire, and a half cargo of 500,000 feet 
of lumber almost totally ruined, t 
Gamble, at an early hiur Sunday
ing-

The fire was discovered about 12:30 
a.m., and the alarm was immediately 
sounded. The fire, however, had gain­
ed such headway that it was apparent 
that more than ordinary effort must be 
made to save the vessel, and it was de­
cided to scuttle her. While this was 
being done, adjacent vessels and the 
wharves and mills of the company were 
in great danger from the flames, and the 
attempt had to be abandoned.
