S’Vhile a thorough study
of the structure of the classical lang-
uages, particularly Latin, is necessary if
the student is to thoroughly comprehend
and make the most perfect use of  his
own tongue. . ‘Words and forms of speech
have come down to us from immemorial
antiquity and they have gathered a plen-
itude of expression coordinate with the
development of human thought. - -For
any thought there is always the right
form of expression, and, for new thought,
4 new expression, or an old word or
phrase whose evolution has led up to
its proper use in conveying that thought.
iConsequently the .study of the structure
of language and the history and collat-
eral relationship of words in different
languages, while it is the study upon
which Mr. Upton Sinclair imagines he
wasted his college days, is probably just
what has enabled him to become a lit
erary man- of some prominence.
