Mysterions Demise of the Heir to the
‘Throne at Brussels.

BrussgLs, Jan. 28.—Prince Bandouin,
nephew of King 'Leopold, and heir to the
throne of Belgium, is dead. He died in
Brussels at 8 o'clock yesterday. The cause
of his death is alleged to have been an attack
of bronchitis, The death of the Prince has
caused a tremendous serisation, and creates
consternation in all classes in Brussels,
There are all sorts of rumors circulating, as

 the public was entirely unaware that the
Prince was ill. Crowds of people are parad-
ing the streets, or gathered in knots at
the street corners eagerly discussing the
situation. On all sides the warmest expres-
sions of sympathy with the royal family in

and the bright hopes centred by the Belgians
on his future career, make them feel the
Prince’s loss in the keenest manner.

After some time and considerable ill
treatment Mrs. McLean gave him $1500 to go
away. He took the inoney and went to the
Western States, but returped to his old
haunts again about a yearago and was taken
in by Mr. Havard Arnold, near Easton's
Corners and since then has lived there.
Mr. and Mrs. Arnold had a comfortable
home, one child and lived happily together
for many ' years. cLean had not been
there long before the neighbors began to
talk about the undue’ intimacy existing be-
tween him and Mrs. Arnold, who it was said
was more McLean’s wife than Mr. Arnold’s.

Williani' Eiton, a West Lorne Tailor,
Suicides in Buffalo.
