The Melick Forgeries.

PRISONER COMMITTED FOR TRIAL.

The preliminary examination of
John Melick for forging his uncle’s
mame to a cheque discounted at the
Bank of New Brunswick, took place at
the Police Court on the 17th inst., at
¥St. John, and resulted in his being
«ommitted for trial before the County
«Court. Thisafternoon information was
made against him for forging the names
«of Alexander McDougall and Putnam
Bros., of Maitland, to notes for $535
and $350 respectively.

Three separate charges were brought,
and the prisoner was sent to the Coun-
ity Court for trial. The cases enquired
into involved the forging of the name
.of Henry Melick to three notes of hand
respectively $1,600, $1,555, and $3,200;
of the signature of Capt. A. A. McDou-
gall, ship builder, of Maitland, N. 8., as
makers of a note for $535, and ot the
signature of Putman Bros., of Maitland,
N. 8., as makers of a note for $350.
Mr. Henry Melick (uncle of John Me-
lick), Capt. A. A. McDougall, and Mr.
Putnam all pronounce the signatures
forged. It is understood that there
are a number of other similar forged
notes in existence. One for $576, pur-
porting to be made by Charles Cox &
Sons, Maitland, in Melick’s favor, is in
the hands of a merchant; it was sha-
wed through a broker. Attempts were
made by Melick some time ago, it is
said through a broker, to get what
were supposed to be forged papers,
bearing the name of E. Churchill &
Soms, Hantsport, N. 8., discounted.
These notes were understood to have
been for large amounts, but it is not
known outside banking scircles
whether Melick succeeded. It is alleg
ed that other forged notes for $1,600,
$1,700, $350, and other moderate sums
are in the banks, and that what are
known as “the Melick.estate notes.”
bearing the forged .endorsement .of
flenry Melick, and amouating in-the
aggregate to nearly $12,000 are in the
same institutions, these favors being
impartially distributed. John Melick’s
libilities, outside of his forged paper,
are understood: to be about 312,&70.

A Relict ot Antiquity.

An old Viking ship has been discovered
in a large mound in Norway. It ix over
a‘thousand years old, and was used as the|
burial place of some notable king. The|
wessel is 74 feet long between stem ard
stern, 16 feet broad amidships, drawing 5
feet, and with 20 ribs. This is by far the
largest craft found from the olden times.
The tumulus is now nearly a mile distant
from the sea, but it is evident from the
nature of the alluvial soil that in olden
times-the waves washed its base. The
vessel bad, consequently, been drawn up
immediately from the tjord, and placed
upen a layer of fascines or hnrdles of hazel
branches and mess,; the gides had then
been filled up with earth and sand to form
the funeral hill. But the craft is placed
It was the
grand imagination of the period that when
the Great Father of the Universe should
call him the mighty chieftain might start
from thefuneral hill with his fully-ap-
pointed vessel out upon the blue ocenn.

The iron.anchor is almost wholly rusted
away ; but planks and oars are as sound
as if cut yesterday.

Several pieces of wood had the appear-
ance of having belonged to sledges, and
some beams and deals are supposed to have
formed compartmeunts dividing the banks
of the rowers on each side fromm a passag
or corridor in the middle. In & heap of
oaken chips and splinters was found an
elegantly-shaped hatchet, about two inches
lony, of the shape peculiar to the younger
Iron Age. bSome loose beams ended in

the same colors as the bows and sides of
the vesscl—to wit, yellow and black. The
colors bad evidently not been dissolved in
water, as they still exist ; but as olive-oil
or other kinds of vegetable oil were un-
known at the time, it is supposed that the
colors had becn prepared with some sort
of fat, perhaps blubber.

In the middle of the vessel a large oak-
en block, solidly fastened to. the bottom,
has a square hole for the mast, and several
contrivances show that the mast was con~
structed for being laid down aft. Some
picces, of tow and a few shreds of a wool-
en stuff, probably the mainsail, were found
here.  In this part of the vessel was built
the funeral chamber, formed by strong
planks and beams placed obliquely against
each otber and covering a room of uncarly
15 feet square. Here, just as expectations
were raised to the highest pitch, a bitter
disappointment awaited the explorers.
Somebody had been there before them.
Either in olden times, when the costly
weapons of an entombed hero tempted the
surviving warriors, or in some more mo-
dern peried when the greediness for trea-
sure was supreme in men’s minds, the
funeral hill had been desecrated, its con-
tents pilfered and dispersed, and what has
been left is only due to the haste and fear
under which the grave-robbérs had work-
ed. A few human benes, some shreds of
asort of brocade, several fragments of
bridles, saddles, and the like, in bronze,
silver, and lead, and two metal buttons,
one of them with a remarkable represen-
tation of a cavalier with lowered lance,
are all that bas been got together from the
heap of earth and peat filling the funeral
chamber. On each side of it, however,
were discovered the bones of a horse and
of two or three hounds. In the fore part
of the ship was found a large copper ves-
sel, supposed to be the kitchen caldron of
the equipage, hammered out of a single
piece of copper, and giving a most favor-
able proof of that remote period’s handi-
craft. Another iron vessel, with handles,
and with the chain for hauging it over the
fire, lay close to a number of small drink-
ing-cups.

Not long ago.this lady wore
at an evening party a robe of the sheerist,
filmiest white muslin, fine enough to be
drawn through a ring. The petticoat
under it must have becn the same, for
the folds of this robe clung to her body
and limbs as if cut there by the finest
chisel. At the waist this thin robe was
confined by a long supple chain in form of
a serpant, which, after writhing about her
body, dropped its jewelled head by her left
side, where its diamond eyes glittered and
burned like fire.

Egyptian bracelets and necklace adorn-
ed her arms and neck, and an Egyptian
masque gathered and held the folds of the
robe at the throat. Her black hair was
one thick mass of short curls, and lay
close down to her eyes, crept in and out
by another golden serpent with jewelled
scales and burning cyes.

Living to Work.

There arc many large houses in New |
York where, for a great part of the year
the employees work nights, often till ten
Lor eleven o'clock. As may Le imagined, |
"this is very trying to even the strengest|
'and willingest men. The excuse for it is |
thet the-orders cannot be got out unless |
with extra efforts. This may be true, but
surcly the remedy is to provide extra
hands rather than to overwork these they
have. One-great house—the largest in its
line in the coumtry—is especially noted
for this. Men are worked half to death
under a rigid system, “and if absent a day
from sickness the value of the time lost is
ruthlessly ¢ docked” from their slender
pay, and there is no redress. These men
are generally of a class with no adapta-
bility to anything else but what they have
been accustomed to. With them it is
bitterly true that they must ‘¢ ask their
fellow-worm for leave to toil.” Instead of
being the sought for they are always the
seekers—consequently their remuneration
is at the lowest market rate. The m nas
ger of the cencern in question has ust
left for & warmer climate, with not much
prospect of returning to his post. He isa
victim to the ferocious system of living
to work, which he carried out so long him-
sclf. He has been known to toil at his
desk until two o'clock in the morning,
sleep in a chair for three hours, then go to
work again and keep at it till eleven
o'clock at night, that is to say, work thirty-
| six hours and sleep three. Of course no
|comxtimtion could stand this, and even the
|$l2,000 a year manager had to succomb—
at any rate his lungs did. If this rich man
could not hold out, it is not likely that
poorly nourished clerks on $10 or $12 per
week could. It would be well to know
just how many of these poor fellows died
and made no sign within the last ten
years or so of the existence of this mam-
moth establishment. It is questionable
if there is so much gained after all by this
hurry and worry to get rich, and it may
be that just as much can be accomplished
by some reasonable, just and leisurely
methods of basiness. There is a story
going the rounds which is well worth tell-
ing. It is that in one house not 100 miles
from the North River, and noted for its
implacable discipline, the clerks are watch-
ed by detectives both in and out of busi-
ness ; that an employee will be sent out to
attend to some business, another will be
sent to watch him, and a detective to
watch both. Men who will resort to these
nasty methods cannot expect much faith-
ful service. It is said that in this concern
a porter or clerk will discover a cask with
the bung out and the precious contents
escaping, and will pass it by without mak-
ing the slightest effort to remedy the evil
or to warn the house of the loss. Mecan as
the conduct is, it is perhaps a legitimate
result of thc detestable system. The
gravestones and monuments in Greenwood
speak eloquently agawnst the system of
overwork prevailing in these days. An
appalling number of young men are buried
there who died before they reached 45.
This can be accounted for in most cases in
no other way than that in the struggle for
wealth, place, power and influence they
overtasked their powers, and ‘¢ lived not
half their days.” The most respectable
men in this respect are the clergy. I
never saw nor heard of a clergyman in a
hurry, nor do I know of any that died
young. They all, I believe, live comfort-
ably, coolly and quietly, do everything
decently and in order, and are gathered to
their fathers at a good old age.—New York
Paper.

The Prussian Wends, the remnant of a
Slavic race once established in Germany,
retain some of the grossest superstitions
of their pagan ancestors. The belief is
gencral among them that the heart or
liver of a dead infant or maiden of tender
years, brewed with certain herbs intoa
beverage, will cure diseases or inspire the
passion of love in the consumers.

A gravel train going East
with 35 Italiun laborers ran under & heavy
wire rope by which a derrick near the
track was sustained, scraping the cars and
knocking off the laborers. Many men
were maimed in a shocking manner.
Many had skulls fractured and others
broken limbs. Three were fatally injured.
Noue of the laborers can talk English.
They were comveyed to Brooklyn ona
special  train  for medical treatment.
....London, July 15 —An explosion took
place this morning in the London and
South Wales colliery company’s new black
vein pit at Risca, six miles from Newport.
It is supposed there were a hundred and
nineteen men in the pit at the time, and
probably none will be saved. One body
was found at the bottom of the shaft.
Ventilation is being restored in the mine
to explore for the bodies....London, July
16.—It is now certain that 119 persons
perished in Risco colliery. It is impossi-
ble to say when the bodies can be safely
reached. ... Panama, July 16.—Advices
from South America are that Peru and
Bolivia are about to enter into a confeders
ation as one country under one flag, to
be known as the United States of Peru and
Bolivia. The preliminary basis of the
union has been signed at Lima by the
representatives of both countries, and has
been laid before the Council of the State of
Peru....London, July 19.—The agent of
Lloyd’s telegraphs the loss of an Austrian
liner, the Hydaspes, from London to Mel-
bourne, with cargo and passengers. She
was run into on the afternoon of Saturday
during a fog, while in tow, three miles east
of Dungeness, by the British steamer Cen-
turion. The 'Hydaspes sank in a few
minutes in 16 fathoms of water. The pas-
sengers and crew were saved and landed at
Dover. Both the crew and passengers lost
all their effects. The Centurion arrived
at Gravesend with her bows damaged.
The Hydaspes was an iron ship of 2,093
tons gross register....The recent rains
have caused floods throughout Great
Britain, which bave seriously injured the
English meadow lands, and partly destroy-
ed the grain crops. The floods in Spain
have proved more ruinous than in Eng-
land, while those in Germany and France
have produced but slight damage. In:Ire-
land the floods have been very severe, and
have proved disastrous to the growing
crops. ... Bombay, July 14 —Preparations
are making by the British to evacuate
Cabul. All the forts around Sherpnr are
mined, and could be blown up at a day’s
notice. It is reported that the troops will
leave Cabul about the middle of August.
