Germans Panieky Over Air Raids.
WASHINGTCN, August 7 Docu-
ments captured by British airmen be-
tray the state of excitement which
prevails along Germany’'s Rhineland
because of the persistent bombing by
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British aviators. They also show
that in one case where the Germans
reported having successfully bombed
certain objectives behind the Allies’
lines, they cannot come within fifteen
miles of the targets they sought. The
state of nervousness along the Rhine
is shown by evidence that when the
Allied bombers were over Coblenz
alarms were rung in Cologne, many
miles away and work stopped.
