A Suggestion for Our Apple Shippers to Comsider. W. T. James
of Paradise Describes Methods of Bermudan Shippers
and Recommends the System for Nova
Scotian Fruit Growers.

His Worship, W. T. James, Mayor of
Hamilton, Bermuda, and the leading
business man of the Bermuda Islands,
was interviewed by the Maritime Mer-
chant whilst in Halifax on his way
home: Mr. James spends the months
of August, September and October of
each year at his place in the Anna-
polis Val,ey, where ‘e raises large
q¥antities of most delicious apples and
vegetables and incidentally picks up a
good stock of health to last him
through the trials and worries
active winter.

Mr. James told the Merchant that
the business outlodk in Wermuda to-
day is better than it has peen for
years and that last year was a most
successful - one for every industry in
which Bermuda is interested, There
are only 20,000 people in the Bermud-

an Colonies, and the tourist trade
alone last season left them over $500.
000 up to April 30th. Another source
of revenue, the expenditure of the Im-
perial Government for permanent forti-
fications, buildings, etc. was unusually

large last winitr, as were lalso the
disbursements of the Navy, and in ad-
ition to these, and of greater relative
importancel the farmers of the Islands
had a remarkably good crop of onions
and potatoes, which they sold at a
good price. They raised wabout 300,
000 hoxes of onions which netted
close to 81,25 per box.

Mr. James then told about the sue-
cessful work of the lately ‘organized
Farmer’s and Shipper's 'Association
of Bermuda. “Every farmer and ship-
per in the Colonyj’ said Mr. James, is
a member of the Association, and the
cost of running it amounts +to lec. a
hox on onions and 2¢. a Hox on po-
tatoes.The Assoc ation keeps one of its
own men in New Y¥ork all *the time
during the shipping season, as New
