Statistics however do not favor say fur-
ther advance, and unless there should come
sensational reports of fly damege, we think
it scarcely likely that the present high
value will be meis ained.

Tlie repoots
which cover the winter wheat and corm
belt siate conditions have materially ims
proved acting the past weerr, Xansas haw
been favorea by. recent beavy rains, and the
Atchison pecple are nnwilling to concede a
less estimate than 40,000,000 bushels-which:

Most encouraging
reports ccme from Chicago and Western
divisions, also from Scuthern Kansas: and
Oklahoma,

four countries this amounts to 50 p.c. there
is however a prospects of a good crop of
corn and oats..
