The Bsitish Columbia Gold Mines appear
to be very productive. Lightning Creek
gold returns for one week, were : the Vie-
toria company, 420 oz; Vancouver company,
190 oz ; Point company, 90 oz ; Spruce com
pany, 50 oz. This amount of gold, 750 oun-
ces, at $18,50 per ounce, would be worth
$13,875. A year's yield at this rate, would
amount to $721,500 worth of gold, or con-
siderably more than three times the yield
of all the Nova Scotia gold mines last year.
Qur Pacific province will not want for popu.
lation if it continues to produce gold at this
rate.

On Easter Monday thero was a general re-
view of the Volunteers at Wimbledon ; 10,000
men were under arms.

A three day's armistice, in which Bilboa
was not included has been agreed upon for
the burial of the dead. Meantime the bom-
bardment of the city continues. Gen. Car
ballero de Rodas, with five thousand men, is
advancing, by forced marches, to the assis-
tance of Marshal Segrano. .

On the Carlist v&r the latest report is
that Marshal Serrano with his entire force
has advanced to within a few miles of Abran
ton snd commenced a heavy cannonade
upon the town. Anattempt will be made
by the Republican forces to take the tow at
the point of the bayonet,and a bombardment
haslbeen commenced preparatory to the as-
sauit.

The SS. Europeof the French Transatlan
tic line, bhas been abandoned at sea ina
sinking ocondition. The passengers and

crew were taken off by the National line S.5.
Greece.

From city of Mexico it is reported that
six prisoners charged with murdering the
Rev. Mr. Stephens, the American Missionary,
have been condemned to death. The case
against the Priest, of Ochoa, and his associa-
tes implicated in the murder, is still pend-
ing.

.One hundred an twenty newspapers and
periodicals have been suppressed in France
since MacMahon became President.

The Royal gold medal of the institute of
British Architects has been awarded to Mr,
John Ruskin Slade, Professor of Fine Arts
at Oxford. .

1t is reported that Queen Victoria, with
the Duke and. Duchess of Edinburgh, will

visit Germany, and spend a short time at

the ducal court of Coburg.

A thoughtful Parisian vegetarian has ap-
plied to the Government to let out to him
the moat of th~ fortifications round the
capital for the purpose of planting it with
fruit and vegetablesin case of asecond
Blege. .

Six persons have been fined for swearing
in the streets of Blackburn, and other towns
in England are about to follow the example.
If the idea were acted upon here a goodly
fund might be raised.

Sir Alexander Cockburn, the Lord Chief
Justice of England, has undertaken to find
out the author of ¢ Junius.” It is said that
even during the late great trial of Arthur.
Orton, he snatched many hours to study the
subject at the British Museum. A London
paper remarks that the secret of ‘¢ Junius’
has never yet been examined by a first rate
judicial intellect, and if that anybody can
clear it up it is the Lord Chief Justice. '

The Zological Society of Loudon has just
made an important addition to its collection
in the shape of a Javan rhinoceros,which is
.the first animal of the species ever brought
alive to Europe. There were already repre-
sentatives of thre species of these huge ani:
mals in the society’s gardens. This makes
a fourth, and renders the series dearly com-
me, only two other kinds of rinocercses

ing known to exist.

‘The Indian papers contain accounts of re.
ligious riots which have recently taken place
in Bombay. I seems that the Mahomme-*
dans were greatly excited by the comments
ot one of their priests upon a translation of
Washington Irving's Life of Mohamet which
had been published by a Parsee, An offer
was made to stop the eale of the book, and
it was thought that the matter had been
pacifically settled. However, serious riots
occurred, & good deal of pillage took place,
many arrests were made, and several per-
ons were ipjured,
