A LONDON EAST END HEROINE.

Not long ago a lady calicd on a public officer iii Lon.
don, England, and inforrncd bini that a womnii, thc
mother of four children, was dying of starvation at
3, Medway street, Bethnal-green. 'Fli street is flot wbat
is callcd, in tbe gruesonie language of the East, a " pau-
per's street," and the biouse in question looks anytbing
but poverty.stricken. But in it, in .an upper room, tic
relieving officer and the parish doctor, wben tbey entcred
it late at nighit atter having overconie the landlord's re-
nionstrances, fouind a womant lying on the oniy bcd, in
the corner of the room. She was surrounded by three
pale-fâccd children, and was slowly dying. Slie had no
pain. There wvas no disease; but she was gently sinking
into lier last sieep, the last stepping.stonc to death by
starvation. Benjamnin Burrett, father of lier four child-
ren, bad ieft lier; since Christmas they bad flot seen hlmi.

'Fle littie lad, the eidest of the four cbildren, eariîcd
6s. a weck as a printer's boy, and it was out of bis earn-
ings tlîat the family paid their 4s. 6d. a week for tiîeir
rooni, and spent tlîe rest for food and light clotbing.
Morning after inorning George, white and stunted and
lîungry, but neyer dismayed, waiked to tbc City to bis
work, and wben, at nigbt, lie got back, lus mother miade
sonie pretence at slîaring ber littie starvelings' meal of
bread and margarine. Tbis wvas the fare on wbicb tlicy
biad lived silice Cbristmas. Mben George picked up a
penny or two beside bis weekly earnings, be brouglit
soine dainty borne for his mother to tempt ber fadling
appetite. But she was never bungry, and aftcr a wvbiic
she took to ber bcd, uncompiaining, but too wcak, to risc.
George toiied on, and, obedient to bis mother's words,
told no one lîow iii sbe wvas, and iîow poor tbcy wvere.
ý%-*iîen inedicai aid arrived, wben blankets were sent, and
food, and beip, it wvas too late. A dazed " yes " or d o3
was ail tbe poor wonian said in answer to tbe doctor's
question, and three days Inter George, going to bis mo.
tlîcr's bcd eariy at 6 %. %i. before hie wvent to work, foutnd
ber dead.

The three youngcr children, aged ïespectively twelvc,
ten, and eight, werc taken to tbe workbouse. Emma
Burrett, like inany another deserted and starving East-
end niotller, bad died of bunger in order that ber littie
ones migbt bave a better chance of being kept alive.
