In answer to this gnestion he declared

the Refcrmers, made tho Torles rich, and that

that the true policy of the Uaited Statesis to

f tender fresdom in trade end commerce, and

to make the tender in such a fraternsl way
that it shall be an overture to the Csnadian
people to become a part of the Republic.”
Thus it would appear that the Repablican

Anyone who studies the opposite conditions

the Dominion snd the Republic cannot avoid
the conclnsion that the encrmons snd increas-
Ing debt, taxation and expenss of living in
Cansde, while all these three prime factors in
individoal and national success are decreasing
fn the States, must before loog precipitate &
crisis in Canada, Itis obviously and abac-
lutely impossible to avert it. If anything the
Republicans can do wouli retard that crisis it
is to pursce a policy of retaifation and exclo-
gicn. It would help the Tories immensely
snd play right into the hards of Sir Jobn
Mocdonald. Oa the other hard, were they to
tske sdvantage of the standing cffer in cor
Cottoms Act, shey could smash tke Tery
mackice into pieces.

Viewed in spcther light we may expect a
demacd from the izcoming president fora
settiement of tha Saberies dlzpule, which will
leave the Government of Capada no alter-
native bat akbj:cs surrecder, It goes without
psyiog that Eoglasd will not risk & rupture

with the United States ia sopport f the

Having thaz reduced toe artcf govercment
to & syetem of selentif: pulitical ruseality,
they have drawn a corden of restricticn
round the country, {eslated it from itsnearest
neighbor and best fri:zd, end, like Victor
Hugo's Jevil fish, arc slonly consnming it by
snctlor.
For wmany years the Libzral party hae
fonght manfully agaicst this abcominable
system, but the powers of corruption, direct
ed by cne endcwed with setsnic cnocoing,
capaclty and vitality, were too atroog for it,
till thouzande, deepairiog of better thinga
have pulled up stakes and fad from a land
where Iifa to them wasno longer enduradle
under the deadly apaa of Macdonaldism.
L'ke human pepguing tquatting on the
fringe of the Arctic circle, those only remain

The wmoral of the whele story, as Lord
Stanley will not be slow to discover, ia that
the con:lnosnce of Sir John Macdorald in
power by acta of bribsry and corraption “ in
all their protean forms,” Is the cause of the
asnzxatlon movemeat, end the longsr he re-
mains at the head cf aiffsirs the atronger it
will become.
