The Platform .

The rtpeort of the connittee on plat-
fuirnti was presented by.O'Neill Ryvan, 'of

S5t. Louis, andf was unaimiiously adtjopted.
It follows :

" The peopIe of Irelandi are a sovereign
eople,. lrelan.d is by nature separate

froi everv other country, and libert y is
the birtlright of' her people. Ircland
was known throughout ¯Europe as a

Ition long betore the dawn of' Chris-
tiaiînitv and wm'as the home of civilization
whîile Englatnd was still barbarous. Eng-

at's clains to authority in Ireland
uriginited in force and have been main-
tamlle(d by corruption and coercion, they

haIever ripenied into a right to rile,
the title tut tie conquest has never been
Jet'sceteu inasiXStch as theorsl pupl

a-.itationî or revolutionaury movtements,
resisted Englatnd's pow'er and endeavored
to de-stroy lier unlawful supremnacy.

Irelandt is dlepriv'ed of ahnost every
cimi rîght which the Anmerican people
Inoust dearîly chîerish. Unexampled
enit.lty and brutal .vindictiveness have
been te uistinîguishing feattures of Eng-
ih rule mi Irelandit. England hais de-

stroy'ed Ireland's industries and ruind

stat te bok oluuw rnnaing it at crine o
edutet ani Irish chîild ; shie burned Ire-
lind's schtool bouses and destroyed
lier churches; she lhas driv'en into exile
or lt-f. to perishi ini her dlungeonls tbous-

andis of' rnen whose only erime was love
off r-u'lansl. Ev'ery meîasure for.the.last
cenîtury looking towaurds legislative inde-
pene cuf the Irish people bas eitber
saibredi defeat ini the Commîîons or becen
arbîitranriy rejected by the Lordm. Eng-

lanid lhas violated every treaty and broken
ev'ery pledge, and withî almost every
Yeaîr of' the century she has impîosed
lupon Irelanîd brutal laws of coercion,
artl one af the mnost drasetic chairacter is

no0w ulpon her statute books.
To the pleas of the people for justice

andI theirprayers for mercy England has
responded with the scourge and the scaf-
fold, and yet to-day Ireland, enthralled,

bt not conquered, is in spirit a nation.
It has become evident after many years

Of earnest endeavor to obtain a measure
Of independence frym the English Gov-

ernment by peaceful agitation, that ap-
pealsto reason and for justice are futile.
Itis left, therefore, for the men of the
Irish race to proclaim again the truth
recorded by al history, tbat the liberties

of a people and the independence of a
nation cannot be achieved by debate but
Inuat be won upon the field cf battle, and

report of the past year and thanked ail
those who had anything ta do with the
undertaking.

WHnL the anti-Catholi u writers, of a
certain type, are striv'ig t îiipress the
world with the idea that tht 1p e is not
favorable to the Jesuiits. we fmin the -fol-
lowing facts related in a ct'-ntemporary :

The Holy Father, withI his usual sol-
icitude for education, saved the famouse
Jesuit CoUege of Mondragone, near
Frascati, which, as part of the Borghese
property, was about to corne to theham.
mer. Cardinals Vincens and Seraphiz
Vannutelli had an interview with the
Pope, and the result was the colege pro-
pertystill remains in the hands of the
Jésuita. When tho sale was fiat rumored
the -people of the neighborhood were in

the expenses $25,925, leaving a deficit ofh
$1.475. but this had been met by dona-
tions reaching $4,050. -
