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understanding. Co-operation becomes easier as one
learns with practice how to co-operate.  Common ideals
- provide a stimulas for common action.

May we not hope that the success Which has
attended the joint efforts of Canada and the United
States in co-operative defence will inspire and en-
courage every free nation to ever increasing effort
looking to the preservation of themselves and the free
world.

Only thus can a world poised on the edge of
the atomic abyss hope to avoid annihilation and at the
'same time preserve its freedom and those precious things
which make 1life worthwhile. We must not and will not
fail to meet this greatest challenge of all history.
