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ANNEX TO THE CONVENTION
Consultative Committee of Experts

1. The Consultative Committee of Experts shall undertake to make appropriatefindings of fact and provide expert views relevant to any problem raised pursuantto paragraph 1 of article V of this Convention by the State Party requesting the con-vening of the Committee.

2. The work of the Consultative Committee of Experts shall be organized insuch a way as to permit it to perform the functions set forth in paragraph 1 of thisannex. The Committee shall decide procedural questions relative to the organizationof its work, where possible by consensus, but otherwise by a majority of those pre-sent and voting. There shall be no voting on matters of substance.

3. The Depositary or his representative shall serve as the Chairman of theCommittee.

4. Each expert may be assisted at meetings by one or more advisers.

5. Each expert shall have the right, through the Chairman, to request fromStates, and from international organizations, such information and assistance as theexpert considers desirable for the accomplishment of the Committee's work.
