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2. Subieet to sucli directions ae the Governing Body xnay give, the 011will-
(a> prepare the documents on the various items of the agenda for imeeetr-ngs of the Conference;
(b) accord to Governments at their request ail appropriate assistarwithin its power in connection with the framing oi laws and regulaticon the basis of the decisionýs of the Conference and the improvementadministrative practices and systems oi inspection;
(c) carry out the duties required of it by the provisions of this Constitutiin connectiýon with the effective observance of Conventions;
(d) edit and issue, in such languages as the Governing Body may thiidesirable, publications dealing with problems of industry and emplo,ment oi international interest.

3. Generally, it shall have such other powers and duties as may be assignito it by the Conference or by the Governing Body.

Article il
The Governinent departments of any of the -Members which deal witquestions of industry and employment may communicate directly with tiDirector-General through, the representative of their Government on the Go'erning B3ody of the International Labour Office or, iailing any such representativ,through such other qualified officiai as the Government may nominate for tpurpose.

Article 12
1. The International Labour Organisation shall co-operate within the tenof this Constitution with any general international organisation entrusted ithe ca-ordination of the activities of public international organisations havispecialised responsibilitie-s and with public international organisations havispecialised responsibilities in related fields.
2. The International Labour Organisation may make appropriatearngnients for the representatives of public international organisations to parti&iRtwithout vote in its deiberations.
3. The International Labour Organisation may nia» suitable arrangern-tfor such consultation as it may think desirable with recognized non-govenetlintratial organisations, including international organisations oi einploeworkers, agriculturists and co-operators.

Article 13
1. Th~e International Labour Organisation uxay make siuçh finazcial8iba4getary arrangemnents with the United Nations as may appear approprae
2. Pending the conclusion oi such arrangements or if at any time no ecarranlgemnts are in force-
(a) each of the Members wilI pay the travelling and subsistence xelsof its dekegates and their advisers and of its eresnaie tedtheq meetings of the Conference or the Governing Bodly, aste00

(b)allothr epenesof the International Labour Office and of the ieeg
