Moran was awarded the Order of Member of the British Empire and
was also lMentioned in Despatches, He hélds the Croix de Guex;fe
with Palms from the Government of France and was made an officer
of the Order of Leopold by the Belgian Government in recoénition
of his wartime services to their countries,

Mr, Moran joined the Department of External affairs in
1946, In 1947 he was made a Director of the Canadian Commerqial
Coporation, He is a former Chairman of the Inter-Departmental
Committee on External Trade Policy, In 1948 he was promoted to the
rank of Assistant Under-Secretary of State for External Affaifs aﬁd
in 1952 he was appointed Canadian Ambassador to Turkey, In 1957
he was named High Commissioner to Pé.kistzm, a post he held wmtil
his present assignment as Director General of the new External Aid
Office,.
