It will direct the banks in Canada
to allocate a percentage of their investment to housing,
and will make it mandatory that these interest rates do
flot exceed the prime rate. When we are dealing with the
interest rates in this country in a serious way the NDP
will move that amendment and then we will watch the
hon. member for Calgary North and his party to see how
they stand. We will then know who is playing a hypocriti-
cal game.

Hon. Ron Basf ord (Minister of State for Urban

Affairs): Mr. Speaker, I should like to give a very brief
explanation of our reason for moving this amendment and
to urge the support of members opposite to this amend-
ment. This section was amended in committee on motion
of the hon. member for Oshawa-Whitby (Mr. Broadbent). 1
appreciate his motives and his intention in moving it. He
believed that the forgiveness provision of the repair and
rehabilitation sections shouid be limited to amounts set by
regulation of the Governor in Council in relation to the
income of the recipient. The previous bill, as introduced in
the committee, set the amount of forgiveness at $2,000. The
amendment of the hon. member for Oshawa-Whitby,
which was approved by the committee, had I think an
effect which may not have been foreseen.

I have received representations since the amendment
was moved from the province of Quebec on behaîf of the
repair program in the city of Montreal. My off icials and I
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
