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Along with this government, I am opposed to the
modification of any Yugoslav boundaries by the use of
force. In addition, the forced evacuation of civilians that
has occurred must stop. This is unacceptable.

I would encourage this government to do all that it can
to ensure that international bodies such as the UN, the
CSCE and the European community work diligently
together to end the violence now.
