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combined in one great brotherhood, as formerly, with-
out the prejudice that many in the Church had to
Wesley and without the antipathy that the Methodists
now have to the Church, what great and glorious
achievements might be expected ! We might expect
a nation to be born in a day. This Union will come
in God’s good time. Let all Christians use the follow-
ing prayer which so often heads the editorial columns
in most of the Church of England papers of the day.

PRAYER FOR UNION.

O God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, our
only Saviour, the Prince of Peace, give us grace
seriously to lay to heart the great dangers we are in
by our unhappy divisions. Take away ali hatred and
prejudice and whatever else may hinder us from godly
union and concord ; that, as there is but one Body and
one Spirit, and one Hepe of our calling! one Lord, one
Faith, one Baptism, one God and Father of us all, so
we may henceforth be all of one heart, and of one soul,
united in one holy bond of truth and peace, of faith
and charity, and may with one mind and one mouth
glorify thee, through Jesus Christ our Lord.—Amen.
