This method of cross-examining a wit-
ness who swears to the identity of an
article, a2 person or a writing is well
eztablished In our courts, and I was
doing what I was not only entitled to
do as a conselentious advocate for my
client, but I felt under the obligation
to pursue this course. A truthful wit-
nest would welcoms this method of
cross-examination, as he could there-
by be put in a position to convinece the
court that he was telling the truth,
whereag an untruthful witness, who is
anxious to swear out a case for m.'
friend regardless of truth, would Yikely
be caught by this method.”
